Dumba’s action, in a neutral coun­
try, was indefensible on any ground.
The United States manufacturers have 
supplied munitions of war to the Al­
lies but it is not on record that orders 
from Berlin or Vienna have been re­
fused. Owing to the power of the 
British navy It is possible for the Al­
lies to Import munitions from any 
country on the globe where they can 
be manufactured. Germany and Aus­
tria are less fortunate, so Dr. Dumba, 
as the agent of Austria, sought to in­
terfere with the supply at Its source.

The government of the United 
States, having caught him red handed, 
has properly decided that he shall not 
be permitted to remain where he 
might be able to interfere with their 
domestic industries. Vienna or Berlin 
cannot object to that action. If con­
ditions were reversed, if the German 
navy had been able to keep the trade 
routes open for supplies of all sorts,
