London, March 24— Herbert H.
Asquith, former premier, who recently
was 8lected to the House of Commons
from Paisley, Scotland, in a speech at
the National Liberal Club today re-
plied to Premfer Lloyd George's dec-
faration that all the old parties should
unite against the Labor party to pre-
vent Bolshevisi.

Mr, Asquith said the appeal was for
class cleaveage and the most mis-
chievous thing that had been done.

“I am glad we are approaching the
close of a transient era of onganized
insincerity,” Mr. Asquith declared, ad-
ding that the free Liberals would not
‘“be harne d to the wheels of the
Tory chariot.”

Mr. Asquith branded the Irish bill

QUEBEC BALKS AT

Quebec, March 24.—The stand of the
Province of Quebec on the proposed
amendments to the Act of British
North America, are clearly and ener-

“1 agree that our cohstitution should
be Canadian in the widest sense of the
word, but if the proposed amendment
to the British North America Act will
enable Parliament to change the con-
stitution of Canada in regard to such
subjects as civil law, property and
civil rights, education, language, reli-
glon, powers of provinces to tax, and
other powers held exclusively by prov-
inces since Confederation, including
guebec's Position as the pivotal proy-

ce in regard to mepresentation, I am
of “opinion that the intended change
is open to serious objections.

“I doubt whether the discussion on
these difficult questions, in.the Cana-
dian Parliament, would be conducive
to the unity we,(fare and progress of
our country which are so much de-
sired by all Canadians.™

THE IMPROVEMENT
CANADIAN EXCHANGE

Toronto, , Maarch 24 —Canadian
Press—A partial explanation of the
sudden improvement in Canadian ex-
change is offered by dnsiders who at-
tribute its origin to the American
punchase of a great United States
propery owned by Canadians. A pro-
perty of 100,000 acres of Virginia tim-
ber and ore lands was bequeathed to
the widow, three daughters and two
sons of the late Hon. Peter McLaurin
of Perth, Ont,, a member of the Cana-
dian Senate. Senator McLaurin dfed
in May, 1919, and the estate was pro-
bated at $1,000,000. Baltimore dnter-
ests are now completing or have com-
pleted megotiations for the purchase
pf the McLaurin property. ‘Phe au-
thority im the megotiations is the New
York office of J. Pierpont Morgan.
The price mentioned in the gdeal is
between $25,000,000 and $30,000,000
cash.

Estimating the purchase price at
$25,000,000 the drop in exchange to-
day, which' is atfributed to the heavy
offerings of the United States funds
concerned here in fairly dull market
will mean a .loss of almost three mil-
lions in Canadfan funds
Laurin estate as compared with the
ruling rate a month ago today.

Ottawa, March 24.—A full dress
government caucus upon the Fran-
chise Dill, the Naval question and the
Droblem of reducing the deficit in the
Post Offce Department was held this
morning, and some fairly plain talk-
Ing was indulged in.

Since
then Mr, Ballantyne has given orders
for the scraping of whatever naval
service Canada possesses, and the an-
nouncement of his decision created
some disquiet. Yesterday the Minis-
ter brought down the last estimates
for the Mercantile Marine programme
and stated that that was the finish
S0 far as the Government was concern-
ed. He hinted, however, that the Gov-
ernment had under consideration the
subsidizing of private shipbuilding.

There arose in the House many
champions of the Canadian shipbuild-
ers and many advocates of the sub-
sidy proposition who pleag eloquently
for the 200,000 persons engaged di-
rectly and indirectly in the industry
and for the hundred million dollars in-
vested therein.

This morning the Minister evidently
found the caucus in a far more tract-
ableYrame of mind than was the last.
He put forward a somewhat modified
proposal of nava] defense. He reas-
sured the members that the “serap-
ing” of the present Canadian navy
was intended primarily as a cleaning
of the decks for further action. He
declared that his proposal was to ac-
cept the offer of Great Britain to give
Canada free of charge from two to four
cruisers, and from ten to fifteen de-
stroyers and smaller craft, to be dis-
posed equally on the Pacific and At-
lantic. The maintenance of these, it
ts understood, he estimated at abowt
two and a half millions per year, and
the capital outlay nothing. And it is
understood that he made it plain that
this was to be but a nucleuc, and that
later on Canada would ad! to her fleet
by constructing further vessels in her
own yards. That, of course, put a dif-
fernt aspect upon the Question.
