SECOND DAY—AFTHRNPON SESSION. |

According to previous arrangement the
Conference met at 3 o’clock. After devo-
tional exercises and the reading of the
Minutes of the morning session, the debate
was resumed on the question of alter
nates. Lengthy speeches on this subject had
been delivered during the morning session,
by Drs.
