The Toronto papers, Church papers,
current coins and a document bearing
the following record were placed in the
corner stone :—
On the 9th October, 1887, being the
feast of the maternity ot the blessed
Virgin Mary, with Leo XIII. Sovereign
Pontiff of the Church ot God, Victoris,
Queen of Great Britain and Ireland,
bappily reigning, the illustrious Lord
Marquis of Lansdowne, Governor General
of Canads, Sir Alexander Campbell,
Lieutenant.Governor of Ontario, and
Hoa, Oliver Mowat, Premier of the same
province, this, the first stone of a church
to be buiit in the city of Toronto to the
praise and glory of God, under the invo-
cation of the blessed Paul, apostle of the
Gentiles, was laid by the Most Illustrious
and Eminent Prince, Elzear Alexandre
Taschereau, Cardinal Prince of the Holy
Roman Church, and Archbishop of
Quebec In that province, with the Most
Lilustrious and Most Reverend J, Joseph
Lynch, Archbishop o to, the Most
Iilustrious and Reverend J. Walsh,
Bishop of London, and the Illustrious
and Reverend J, O'Mahony, Bishop of
Eudocia.

The trowel used by his Eminence was
the same instrument which was used at
the laying of the corner stone of St,
Michael’s cathedral over forty years 8go.
It bad the following inscription : —
This trowel was used in laying the first
stone of the cathedral church of St,
Michael the Aichangel, in Toronto, by
the Most Reverend and Illustrious
Michael Power, first bishop of Toronto,
15th Ides of May, 1845,

THE SERMON,
The sermon was preached by Bishop
Walsh, of London, who took for his text,
Aggeus, ii, 7 10: “For thus, saith the
Lord of Hosts: Yet one little while,
and I will move the heaven, and the
earth, and the sea, and the dry land.
Aud I will move all nations ;: And the
Desired of all nations shall come ; and 1
will fili this house with glory, ssith the
Lord of hosta.

Monastery Passes Away.

SKETCH CF HIS CAREER WITH REFERENCE
TO SEVERAL OF THE MIRACLES WITH
WHICH HIS NAME IS ASSOCIATED—IN

ond helped to found the Passionist com-
munity at Pittsburg, Pa. He was, there.

traneferred to the mconastery at Donkirk,
N. Y. Nearly twenty years ago he came
to St, Michael's movastery, For the lact
six years be has done no missionary work,
beicg too old. Dauring this time he gave
the biessings and heard confessions in the
church,
It is the custom at the monastery to
leave the doors always open, and one of
the Fatbers has at all times been ready to
pray with or hear the confessions of those
who might enter. Many invalids who
visited the monastery have been cured in
a manner yegarded as miraculous, The

“The holy Doctors” here referred to
were all the zealous panegyrists of the
Holy Virgin, Did not St. Cyril, a thou-
sand years before, preach in & similar
style? In the liturgy used in the first
centuries of Church, and attributed to St,
James, we find these words : “When with
all the saints and just we commemorate
our most holy, unspotted, and most glori-
ous Lady, Mary, the ever intact Virgin
and mother of God, we are thereby re-
commending ourselves and our whole life
to Christ, our God.” “Let us celebrate
the memory of our moat holy, unspotted,
most glorious and Blessed Lady, the
Mother of God and the intact Virgin, in
order that through her intercesslon we
may obtain all mercy. Hail Mary, Thou
art full of grace; the Lord {s with Thee;
bleesed art Thou amongst women, and
Blessed is the Fruit of Thy womb; for
Thou hast borne the Saviour of our souls.”
“It is just that we style Thee blecsed—the
ever blessed Mother of God, exalted above
all blame; Mother of our God, more meg-
nificent then the Cherubim, more glorious
than the Sersphim, who, without detri.
ment to Thy virginity, hast borne God,
the Word, In Thee, who art full of Rrace,
all creatures rejoice; the choirs of angels
and the race of men venerate Thee, who
art a eanctified temple,”
In almost the same words St, Chrysoe—
tom in his liturgy addresses the Blessed
Virgin; he even introduced the Angelical
Salutation into the Holy Mass, St
Athanasiue aleo, the great champion of the
Ostholic faith in the God man in o posi-
tlon to the Ariaus, prayed and ungﬂt the
people to pray thus: “We proclaim Thee,
O Mary! over and over again and all
times, blessed. To Thee we cry out:
Remember us, O Most Holy Virgin! who
after being delivered didet” still remain a
virgin. Hail, full of grace; the Lord is
with Thee. All the hierarchy of angels
and the inhabitants of the earth proclaim
that Thou art Blessed smongst women,
and that blessed is the Fruit of Thy womb,
Pray for us, O Mistress and Lady, Queen
and Mother of God !
No higher praice can be bestowed upon
the Blessed Virgin than wasspoken by the
