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Drug bust nets hashish

What began late Monday as
a routine investigation into an
overturned moving van outside
of Baddeck, Nova Scotia, has
turned into one of the largest

drug busts in New Brunswick
combining the efforts of both
RCMP “J” division in Frederic-
ton and the “H” division in
Halifax in a search for clues.
The drug, which was found
inside two vans, one in Nova
Scotia, and the other in

Hartland, NB, was wrapped in
burlap bags which in turn con-
tained foil-wrapped, thin
blocks of hashish some six in-
ches wide, 12 inches long, and
two inches thick. Up to 10 tons
of the drug, with a street value
of 6 million dollars per ton,

The Great
Pumpkin is then set on fire and
hurled from the rooftop by the
Bishop. With triumphant
cheers the Great Pumpkin
Worshippers throw their
candles into the flaming re-
mains' and proceed to the
House to sample the “original
Pumpkin Punch.”

The Great Pumpkin
Sacrifice has become a strong
part of U.N.B. tradition since
the first sacrifice in 1973. The
event in the past has been
televised by CBC, and also
covered by ATV. In 1981 the
celebration had a record tur-
nout of more than 1000 people.

The pumpkin has also
grown, last year the whopping
300 Ib beast was supplied by
well known grower Howard
Dill of Windsor, N.S. This year
the ceremony will be
similcasted through CHSR and
promises to be one of the big-
gest and best ceremonies ever.

It all happens Thursday
Oct. 30 at midnight outside
Harrison. Everyone is invited
to watch this true U.N.B.

RCMP were drawn into the
bust after a moving van was
found overturned near Bad-
deck, Nova Scotia. With no-
one in sight, they at first
thought they were dealing
with a routine accident ... that
is until they opened the cargo
doors and found the hashish.
Nova Scotia RCMP then
notified the RCMP attachment
in New Brunswick to warn
them that a similar truck
(moving van) could possibly be

bound for Ontario and/or
Quebec, but they are not
speculating that this bust in-
dicates a new trend in drug
smuggling on the East Coast of
Canada. Reports indicate that
it originated in Cape Breton, a
relatively unpatrolled area in
which smugglers from the
United States, who have been
experiencing a clamp down,
would have no problem gain-
ing access to and with little in-
terference from Canadian
Coast Guard patrols.

In
Hartland, RCMP were suc-
cessful in locating a second
moving van filled with burlap
covered bags of the drug as
well as four suspects and a
separate automobile.
