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God,” says Williajnson, "rather 
than realizing that He authored 
us. Because we are angry and 
judgemental, we have projected 
those characteristics onto Him. 
We have made up a God in our 
image.” What Williamson does 
through her book is attempt to rid 
our minds of this negative image. 
She tries to teach us that God is 
love, and therefore following God 
is simply to act out of love.

“Love in your mind produces 
love in your life. That is the mean­
ing of heaven." Deep, isn’t it?

A Return to Love uses the Prin­
ciples outlined in A Course In Mira­
cles to teach us how we can act 
out of love in all aspects of our 
lives. Williamson doesn't say, 
“Love your enemies because the 
Bible says you should," she tells 
us how to love our enemies with­
out comprimising our morals or 
our pride.

This is the most practical book 
on philosophy or religion I have 
read, and I've read a lot of them. 
I have since read two of 
Williamson's other books, and 
they get even better. I've also be­
gun to study A Course In Miracles.

A Return to Love is not a ’girly’
