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pay due regard to their circumiftances and conveniencies when repre-
fented with decency and with a defire of yielding proper obedience to
the Laws.

The general tranquility which at prefent happily prevails thrioughout
the Province affords good reafon to hope, that there will be little occa-
fion for having pradical recourfe to thofe extraordinary powers that have
been thought proper to be veftcd temporarily in the Executive Govern-
nent; and if, from the fecret machinations of the. Enemy any inftan-
ces fhould happen in which it may become neceffary tô refort to thofe
extraordinary Powers, I doubt not but the vigilance of the Magiftrate~s,
aduated by your influénce and example, and fupported by the Zeal of
Mis Majefty's faithful Subjeds in this Province, will convince the 0f-
fenders of their Temerity and give an effeaual check to their defigns.

Permit me to wifh you a happy meeting with your Families and
Friends, and to requeft that you will affure yöut fellow fubjedts in your
refpedive Neighbourhoods, that the fecurity of their happinefs and prof-
perity will, on al] occafions, call forth my beft endeavours, and be the
conftant Obje& of my Care.
