Canning Without Susar,

Housewives who intended to re-
duce the amount of canning done this
geason by reason of the high cost of
sugar may abandon that project and
put up ‘as much as they wish, is the
statement issued by the canning spe-
cialists at the Department of Agri-
culture,

This can be made possible by the
use ‘'of boiling water ‘when sugar
gyrup is beyond one’s means. Any
fruit, they say, may be successfully
sterilized and retained in the paek by
simply adding boiling water instead
of the hot syrup. Most fruits can-
ned alone in water do not retain their

flavor, texture, and ‘color as do those |

eannhed in sugar, and must be sweet-

“ened when used for sauces or des-

serts.

In order to can without:sugar the
product must be canned on the same
day that it is picked. It should be
prepared for canning ‘in the ordinary
way. Then the containers should be
plated in ‘a ‘sterilizing vat such as a
wash boiler with e false bottom, and
gempletely covered with boiling wa-
er. The sterilization process may
extend from 19 ‘to 30 “minutes, ae-
cording to the process used. After
gtorilization the packs should be re-
moved, the glass jars sealed and
wrapped in paper to prevent bleach-
ing and stored #in a dry, cool place.~—
Hartford Times.

Queens Sold Almanacs,

The sale of almanacs was once a
lucrative monopoly. Queen Eliza-
beth €ranted the sole Tight to publish
“glmanacs and -prognostications” to
tha Stationers’ Qompany, and James
I. extended the privilege to the Uni-
verities of Oxford and Cambridge,
but for centuries only ‘these three
bodies were permitted to issue print-
od calenfars, The monopoly ended
when the claim of the "King to the
privilege of granting of withholding
permission to issue calenders—a sur-
vival, perhaps, - from <days ‘Wwhen
kings -asserted -their right to’ regu-"
tate all things, including even the
times and seasons—was definitely
dtgproved and proclaimed mon-exist-
ant.
