Waterdown

Roads and Who
Pays for Them

We have seen how roads have
gradually been improved to carry the
accumulated traffic resulting from the
increased population and the more
| wide-spread ownership of motor cars
That these improvements have not
been adequate up to the present time
s a fact that everyone knows who
has had occasion to do even a limited
amount of travelling over our roads
Of course, the maln reason for this
has been the lack of money to con
struct and maintain the proper type
of roads sultable to various degrees
ol traffic

It is interesting as well as instruc
tive to examine the systems by which
he cost of road bullding are met. We

have five different grades of road, the
‘:~r-pumllun depending on the traffic
they carry. We will take them in turn
and examine their type and cost,

Township roads form the first class
They are those roads carrying the
ordinary farm traffic from the farms

In the earlier history
of the province the construction and
maintenance of these roads depended

to main roads

largely on statute labor. As a result,
little construction work of a perman-
ent nature was done, as the average
man performed the minimum of labor
per day When the traffic incroased
and called for a better road, the Town
ship Council found it necessary to
raise additional money for construc
tion. The first step in this direction
was taken when Township Counciis
were given the authority to abolish
statute labor and raise the necessary
money by direct taxation, or to com
mute statute labor to its money value

County roads comprise the second
class These are roads which will
accommodate the greater part of local
market travel, as well as that leading
to shipping points. The idea is to link

hese main roads into a system allow
ing of easy supervision and facility in
construction and maintenance. These
ronds are built 1o a standard type laid
dewn by the Department of Publie |
Highways, which is, roughly, a width
f from 24 to I8 feet between ditches,
vith a stone or gravel centre from 9
to 18 feet in width and well consolid
ated by rolling. These roads are paid
tor jointly by Province and County,

the Province contributing 40 per cent
of the expenditure for construction
and 20 per cent. of the cost for main

tenance, the County ing the bal

ance in each case. The County Coun
cil may finance their share of the cost
efther by

sums raised each year out of the

issuing debentures or by

County rate. The main advantages in

in adopting this system of Coun
ty roads were that roads of high stan
dard could be built  better under
County supervigion, with the use of
better machinery and that being con
nected into a system the cost could he
more easily apportioned than if the
townships  each constructed thelr

share alone

The Suburban Roads comprise those
for a certain radins around cities. The
fact that large centres derive as much
benefit from roads leading to them as
the rural distriets surrounding them
do has at last been recognized and the
citles are now called upon to pay a
share of the cost. The distance these
Suburban  Roads extend is judged
largely by the traffic that accumulates
or them as they converge toward the
city.  The Province pays 40 per cent. |
for construction work and 20 per cent
for maintenance and the balance In
each case Is pald in equal shares by
the county and efty

Previncial County Roads are certain

‘ecounty roads which carry some
|

talned efficeintly under county super-

vision. They link up county roads to

the provinclal highways, while being
under county control they receive a
provincial subsidy of 60 per cent, for
both construction and maintenance
The Provinclal Highways are the
highest type of roads In Ontario and

struction and maintenance

A meeting of the stockholders of the
Waterdown Cemetery Company met in
the Town Hall, when they elected the

following persons directors, agreeable

to the statute in such cases made and
founded, namely, Thomas Stock, John
Stock, Jas. K. Griffin, L. A. Cummer,
John Forbes, John Allen, Peter Creen,
John Graham, Chas. Sealey.

November 19th, 1877

The Directors met at the Town Hall

All present and found duly qualified
according to law. When Thomas Stock
Esq., was chosen president; Jas. K
Griffin, secretary; Chas. Sealey, treas-
urer.

It was moved, seconded, carried
unanimous, the passing of three by
laws, and I shall give them in detall
and in their respective order.

BY-LAW No. 2

Whereas it {8 necessary to grant
deeds of lots already disposed of or
hereafter to be sold in the Waterdown
Cemetery;

It is hereby enacted by the Direc
tors of the said company that all deeds
of plots in the cemetery shall be ex-
ecuted by the President of the com
pany when the full consideration
therefor shall have been paid to the
I'reasurer, or s

tisfactory proof be
given of payment for the same to the
Board

BY-LAW No. 3

Whereas it is necessary to provide
further for the laying out, s ling and
managing of the grounds, and the
erection of tombstones with substan.
tial foundations;

That the management of the ceme
tery shall be with the officers of the
company, subject to such by-laws as
the Directors shall pass from time to
time

That a sexton and caretaker of the
cemetery shall be appointed by the of
ficers to act under the direction of

the Secretary, and without such ap

That the sexton, with such assist

lanee as he may find necessary, shall

That the erection of all monuments
shall be done by the assistance of the
sexton, In order to the securing of
the good foundations, the removal of
waste materfals and the proper care
