Northumberalnd Teachers’
Institute.

The Third Annual Meeting of the County
Inatitute opened in the Academy Thursday
forernoon, and elosed last evening. It was
gratifying to see tYe interest taken by the
Teachers, who assembled to the number of
fifty. After assembly Mr. C. W. Hutehison
was chosen Chairman. The meeting was
called to order, and the following officers
for the ensusng year appointed.—

Philip Cox, B.A. Prezident, C.M. Hutchison
Vice'do. C. '@. D. Roberts, B. A. Seen
Treasurer, Donald MoIntosh, Asst. do.
The Committee of Management congisted. of
the above gentlemen with Mr. Sivewright
and W. H. Duke. It was generally
regretted that lnspector Cox was unable to
attend, owing to injuries received by him a
fow days ago by being thrown from his
waggon.

The first subject taken up was how -to
develop the idea of a fraction‘ by Miss May
Davidson This she showed by means of
objects. It must be remembered now the
genius of the present system is to lead from
the known to the unknown ; to tell nothing
but by skilful handling to elicit everything
from the frailest mind. To this end objects
are used in teaching fractions. Miss
Davidson cut the apple in two—there was
a name for one of the parts—that name was
a half. Then she eut the half in two. The
uame of the part was a quarter—the child
telling then that a quarter was the half of

a half and so on™ et3. She cut the apple
into eight parts. The name of one of these

parts was an eigths—-three of these parts
were three-eights and so on.  Lines were
used, and so were bits of paper ets. to
further illustrate the method. 1fthere was
any fauli in the lesson, it was in a little too
much TELLING instead of ELICITING. It was
good withal and endorsed by several
speakers.
Mr. Hutchingon thought small children
should not be troublel with too many
details.
A question was raised on the definition of
fraction in the text book, but Mr. Roberts,
Mr. McCully and others showed it was
strietly correst.
The meeting adjourned till 2.30.
AFTERNOON SESBION,

Mr. Duke opened the session by a paper
o geometry. The subjeet was excellently
conceived and showed a thorough grasp

of the principles underlying Wormell’s
@nethod. The advantages of making the
study of geometory concrete as its abstract
nature would permit, he clearly pointed
out; and showed the subject even dealt
with in the way heproposed while being of
increased practical utility, would be equally
as good an educitor. We know in the days of
Euclid, nearly thres eenturies before Christ,
Alexandriap scholars waded through the
six books before entering npon the study of
philosophy—but that is little against Mr,
D.’s thecry

Mr. McCully thought Mr. Duke did not do
his subject justice in the way of blackboard
illustration.—that is, he did not show the
bent of his contentions so plainly.

Mr, Roberts eoncurred in this : he thought
the board would have helped to heighten
the effect of the lesson,

Mr. Hamlton and others spoke approv-
ingly.

The subject of “ Sight singing or prastical
music” was next taking up by Mr, Hutchi
son. Mr. Hutchison illustrated .his poinfs
with the help of Miss Thompson who presided
at the organ. Mr. H. conocluded that
musical notes were repulsive to the child;
being mystic and meaningless as the alpha-
bet of Egypt; that taking the seven toneg
as astarting point, all that was necessary
in the first stages could be built up there-
from. His lecture was excellent, and he
said he would carry it further at another
meeting.

:Mr. Sivewright thoight music made
c¢hildren and old men happier, holier and
petter. Music had eharms tosoothe the
cross old man—the savaze beast; and
thought it would be a great protection for
the children when the master wasin fighting
humor. The evening session was ocoupied
by an examination of pu pils from the City
Schools, in manual work.

FRIDAY.—MORNING SESSION.

Mr. Chas. G. D. Roborts opened the
session on History in general, and Canadian
History in particular.

"MR.  ROEBRTS’ PAPER.

We g've a digest of Mr. Roberts’ excel -
lent paper : It was obvious to attain a
connected realization of the course and
progress of events, we should have method
in our arrangements, for where there was
vonfusion in the mode of presenting the
subjects to our mind, there would be confu-
sion in the mind om receiving it. There
should be a thread in history, with partiou -
lar* epochis, and particular events should
have particular place. Ooe king threw his
weight in with progress, another against it,
some exerted a benificent, oshers a baneful
influence; then to .measare our periods in
history by the duration, and cdnest them
by the succession of monarchs, seemed much
like making a string of beads, no one bead
being better adwpted for its position than
its neighbor, and no one of the beads being
necessary to the string, no more than the
latter was necessary to the beads. Such a
mrechanical and arbitrary method helps to
defeat an agquisition of kuowledge in
logieal order. Instead of taking the actors
in the groat play we should take the play
itself: ‘dividing into periods the different
phases and stages of some partionlar line
of mental, moral, political or scientific
development. :

Land League, turned the occupants out
and compelled them to walk the whole
distance.
