The writ for an election in Mon­
treal centre, for a member to serve 
in the House of Commons, if not 
already issued, will issue im­
mediately. Sir William Hingston, 
on receipt of a monster requisition 
from the electorate, has accepted 
the Conservative nomination. Sir 
William is one of Canada's greatest 
citizens, and any constituency 
should consider it an honor to 
have him tor its representative.

The Dominion Parliament has 
been called to meet for the des­
patch of business on the 2nd. day 
of January next. The Govern 
ment thus advances another 
stage in the matter of the Mani­
toba schools, and makes good its 
pledge to the people during the 
last session of Parliament. Of 
course, no one who has watched 
the Government’s course on this 
or any other question of impor­
tance, for a moment doubted that 
all this would come to pass. But, 
all know the different stories 
concocted and the numerous ru­
mors set afloat as to what the 
Government intended to do to 
escape responsibility in this mat 
ter. It is not the custom of the 
Liberal Conservative Government 
of this D iminion, to shirk respon­
sibility on any matter properly 
confided to it, and we have no 
doubt Mr. Laurier feels glum 
enough at the thought that he 
will soon be obliged to place him­
self on record on the school ques­
tion, which-he has been kicking 
as a political football, for the past 
six months, expressing different 
opinions regarding it in each lo­
cality he visited. Contrast this 
vacillation with the straightfor­
ward manly course pursued by 
the Government, and then ask 
where is sincerity on the Mani­
toba school question ?

Every patriotic Canadian will 
take pleasure in reading the fol­
lowing passage from the speech 
delivered by Mr. Hall Cain, at a 
banquet given in his honor, in 
Ottawa, on the 24th inst. : “ I
cannot easily tell you how Can­
ada has impressed me. It has im­
pressed me from the point of 
natural grandeur as the most 
wonderful country I have seen on 
this continent. Its mighty for­
ests, its great inland seas, its vast 
oceanic plains—I can never forget 
them. But Canada has impress­
ed me yet more as a common­
wealth, as the youngest among 
nations.- In this regard it is diffi­
cult for any exercise of the ima­
gination to be fantastic, to be 
overstrained, to outdo in dreams 
what the future may bring forth 
in fact. Your great cities that 
are yet to spring up out ^)f the 
desert, your mighty railways that 
are to link ocean to ocean, your 
future ships that are to bridge the 
sea, your future telegraphs that 
are to bridge the land, your mate­
rial science that is to conquer 
even the frozen territory that 
frowns on you from the north— 
nothing can affect the imaginative 

\ mind more profoundly than these 
near and imminent possibilities."

Laurier says, to so interfere. Now, 
however, that the highest court 
in the realm solemnly declares, 
the Federal Government is vested 
with the right to interfere. Mr. 
Laurier says the question is one 
of fact, and we cannot decide upon 
a course until the facts are known. 
Logical, Very !

Montreal shipments of cattle 
for this year closed on Sunday 
the 24th. ult. with the sailing of 
the Lake Huron with 111 cattle 
and 1100 sheep. Daring the sea 
son 96,564 cattle, 215,508 sheep 
and 12,486 horses have been ship­
ped from Montreal to British 
ports. This is an increase over 
last year of 8,960 head of cattle, 
7s,745 sheep and 6,845 horses. 
The Montreal Gazette learns that 
the average price paid to farmers 
for the cattle shipped was $60, 
whereas last year it was only $55. 
The farmers would therefore re­
ceive $5,793,840 this year for cat­
tle as compared with $5,808,220 
in 1894. It is stated that the 
quantity of hay shipped to feed 
the cattle was 16,000 tons at an 
average price of $10.50 per ton, 
or $168,000 for the season. The 
attendants employed were 5,000 
at $15 each, making a total of 
$75,000 for the season. The in 
surance on the cattle amounted to 
$96,564, and the amount paid out 
for freight was $965,640. It is 
believed that the farmers received 
$1,077,040 for sheep sold, while 
the insurance was $54,000 and the 
freight $239,450. The largest 
shippers, Gordon and Ironsides, 
sent away 33,907 cattle and 15,- 
192 sheep. The stock shipped 
by this firm was from the north 
west and represented a value of 
more than $2,000,000.

As a shuffler Mr. Laurier 
certainly is entitled to the prize 
There has been no question of 
public importance on which he has 
notexpressed himself differently in 
almost every place he has made a 
speech since becoming the Leader 
of the Grits. But it is on the 
Manitoba School question that he 
surpasses himself in the art of 
dodging. In March 1893, when 
the question was referred to in the 
House of Commons, he said : *‘ If
the Supreme Court should decide 
that the Government h&ve the 
power to interfere with the legis­
lation of Manitoba, and the gov­
ernment should not obey the legal 
mandate that they themselves had 
sought, there would be a powerful 
and a rightful agitation in some 
parts of the country against the 
government. ” There can scareely 
be any misunderstanding this 
language. If the courts decide 
that the Federal Government has 
a right to interfere in the matter, 
it would become its duty, Mr.

Those of our readers, who have 
watched the tactics pursued by 
Mr. L. H. Davies, in the House of 
Commons, know that he has 
been a most uncompromising op­
ponent of the Chignecto ship rail 
way. The matter of extending 
the time for the completion of 
that work, has of late become a 
live question to the people most 
interested in the undertaking, 
and this has afforded Mr. Davies a 
fresh opportunity for placing him­
self on record in opposition to the 
project It so happened, however, 
that Mr. Davies spoke at a public 
meeting at Amherst, a few even­
ings ago, and during the course of 
his remarks was asked what he 
would do regarding the ship rail 
way matter. Mr. Davies knows 
that the people of Amherst want 
the ship railway built, and he was 
kind enough to tell his inter­
rogators that, if the present gov­
ernment did not extend the time 
for the completion of the work, 
the Grit Government, when it 
came into power, would give the 
matter generous consideration. 
Just so ! This is a fair example 
of the pliability of the Grit policy. 
It regulates itself by geographical 
considerations ; it is all things to 
all men ; it is sufficiently plastic 
to permit itself to be moulded by 
time, place and circumstances. Mr. 
Davies’ tactics in this instanceislit- 
tle different from his course on the 
Belfast and Murray Harbor Rail­
way. He never opened his mouth 
in advocacy of that much needed 
public work till he found the 
people of that section of the coun­
try were a unit in favor of it, and 
that the Conservative candidates 
and members from the Island had 
taken up the question with a d.e 
termination to push it to a suc­
cessful issue, if possible. Then 
Mr. Davies, knowing the people 
were in earnest about the matter, 
and that anyone who refused to 
advocate such a desideratum need 
need not seek their sufirages 
made a great fuss over it, and 
made great pretences of advocacy. 
What an accommodating political 
creed Gritism is !

A recent special to San Francisco, 
from Victoria, B. C., says that Van­
couver, the terminas of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway, has come to the front 
as a rich gold field. One quartz vein 
is said to be the largest on record, being 
not leas than eighty feet wide. This 
property is one of the groupe of claims 
lately taken up at the head of Seymour 
creek by Benjamin Springer.

London advices of the 27th nit., says 
the Marqnie of Salisbury, replying to a 
letter in which the writer pointed out 
that daring the paet ten years the 
country has spent £320,000,000 on im­
ported wheat and flour, and that the 
importation of flour instead of wheat 
had resulted in a lose of £18,000,000, 
promises to consider the writer’s sug­
gestion regarding the payment of a 
bonn'y to wheat growers and the admis 
sion of wheat free, while a duty is 
planne i for imported flour.

Two large barns belonging to the 
Boston and Albany railroad, in the 
Brighton stock yards, were deetroved 
by fire on Thursday last. The fire 
threatened surrounding property, bnt 
the arrival of the apparatus called by 
second alarm prevented it spreading. 
The fire was undoubtedly of incendiary 
origin, as it is the fifth that has oc­
curred in the yards and vicinity within 
the paet three months. Two large 
barns were destroyed on Independ­
ence day,"and nearly all the flree have 
occurred on Sunday or a holiday. It 
has hitherto been beleived that pre­
vious fires were caused by sparks 
from a locomotive, bnt that fire was 
a long distance from the main line of 
the railroad A large quantity of hay, 
owned by A, W. Munro, the lessee of 
the buildiny, was burned. The total 
loss is $15,000, and is covered by 
insurance.

An important communication was 
received by cable at the department of 
agriculture Ottawa, on Tbnrday last 
from Sir Charles Tapper intimating 
that the Imperial board of agriculture 
had issued an order to the effect that 
sheep imported into Great Britain from 
Canada, and the United States most be 
slaughtered at the port of landing on 
on and after the let of January next. 
This order was not unexpected by the 
department. It coaid not have been 
prevented ecxept at the cost of establish­
ing quarantine against American sheep 
at ports on the frontier. Such action 
would have been followed by the stopp­
age of traffic as respects the importations 
in trade through Canadian ports, and 
what is of the greatest importance, 
immediate reprisals by the states. In­
formation in the possession of the de­
partment is positive on the last point 
The question has been pending for 
some time, and the department has 
taken the responsibility of selecting 
what seems to be the leaser of the two 
evils.

A Winnipeg despatch of the 2nd. inst. 
says:—The district of Gladstone waa 
the scene on Saturday of a shocking 
fatality. At a point about fourteen 
miles north of Gladstone village lived a 
family named Gangel. Saturday night 
their house was burned down and their 
three little children, one an infant, the 
seeond about two years old, and the 
third four years old, cremated. Mrs 
Gangel Saturday night left her little 
ones in the house alone while ehe went 
some distance away to milk the 
cows. It seems that while she 
waa away the children began play­
ing with burning splinters from 
the stove. The embers ignited aome 
combustible material close to the 
stove, and the children being too 
young to put ont the flames the house 
waa soon ablaze, When the mother 
returned the house was completely en 
veloped in flames, Those who came to 
her assistance sncc eding in taking ont 
the eldest child horribly burned. The 
other two children were burned to a 
crisp, it being impossible to rescue them. 
The eldest child, a girl, was so fright­
fully burned that all attembte to save 
her life were unavailing. Alter linger­
ing through the night the little one 
died early Sunday morning.

The United States house of repreaen 
tatives passed on Monday into the 
control of the repnblicane, and Thomas 
Brackett Reed, of Maineagain triumph- 
antly assumed the speaker’s chair. The 
opening session waa, as ie usual, a 
brilliant occasion’ set off with crowded 
galleries in holiday attire, intoxicating 
with perfumes of thousands of floral 
tributes !o popular members and per­
vaded with a spirit of jubilation and 
good nature. Old familiar faces were 
absent, bnt there were plenty of new 
ones to take their places. Still, the 
proceedings themselves, ns usual with 
opening sessions, were of routine char­
acter and devoid of any sensational fea­
tures. The house simply organized, 
adopted the usual resolutions to notify 
the president and the senate that the 
bouse iras ready for business and wound 
np by indulging in a seat drawing con, 
test. Speaker R-el was without doubt 
toe star of the occasion. His pretence 
was the signal for a most flattering and 
enthusiastic demonstration, His inaug­
ural address waa modest and (alt of 
good feeling, bnt non-c-mmital as to 
politics. However, it was not expected 
that he would touch the questions to be 
dealth with in the house. Ex-Speaker 
Crisp assnmed the leadership of the 
miority and it was significant that Mr. 
Payne of New York made the motion 
which usually devolves upon thef leader 
of the majority. This is taken to mean 
that he is to be chairman of «he ways 
end means committee and the recog­
nized leader of the republicans on the 
floor.
