In 1839 be was elected to the 
House of Assembly, and was one of the 
apostles of escheat, in which movement 
he did great service, being a fine scho­
lar and able writer, and he was the 
conciliating spirit during the Haney 
riot in 1848. After some fifteen years 
in the House of Assembly, he went to 
Halifax, where he taught school for 
several years. Returning to the Island, 
he took the position of Customs Banker 
at Charlottetown, holding that office 
for many years, His fanerai took place 
to Si Margarets on the 17, and was 
largely attended. R. I. P.

ATTEMPTED ASSASSINATION 
THE SHAH OF PERSIA.

An attempt on the life of the Shah of 
Persia, Mussifer-ed-Din, was made in 
Paris on Thursday, last but without 
any fatal results. The assailant broke 
through the 1 ne of police guarding the 
Shah and mounted the step of his carri­
age and pushed a loaded revolver to­
ward the Shah. Before he had fired 
the weapon the Shah stood np and 
lifting a caue, a second later brought it 
do an upon the head of bis assailant. 
At the same moment the grand viziei 
jumped to hie Let and seized the man 
by the arm and twisted hie wrist, 
actually raising him from the ground. 
The grand vizier is a veritable giant and 
without apparent effort he held the 
aggressor suspended in the air, Then 
a policeman following on a bicycle 
jumped from his machine end, grasp­
ing the man, drew him Lack. Other 
police arrived and the man was over­
powered and led away.

It was announced at a meeting of the 
Paria Cabinet on Friday, that the man’s 
name is Francois Saison. He is e 
Frenchman and was born in 1876. He 
waa regarded ee a dangerous anarchist 
and in October, 1898, was condemned 
to three months imnrlzonment for 
preaching anarchy. In Jane, 1899, he 
was condemned to eight months im­
prisonment for a like offence. -
