Leper Missionaries and
Their Work.

“ Great though Damien’s hero-
ism was, it was not greater than
Citholics are sccustomed to find in
their priests anywhere.” The
remark, made at the time of Fatber
Damien,s death occurs to one on
looking through the pages of a
German missicnary journal which
chronicles the work of the Church
amongst lepers the world over.
Indis is the eountry most iroubled
with leprosy, and the most impor-
tant of missionary leper asylnms is
at Mangalore, in charge of Italian
Jesuite, In August, 1883, two
psgan youog men came to the
seminary, entreating the mission-
aries to take care of their mother,
who was sfflicted with leprosy; two
months later another leper appealed
for help, and was taken in, and
thus began the leper hospital of St.
Joseph.  For several years the
novices and students attended the
lepers, and then Father Maller
undertook to manage the dispensary;
& larger Lospitsl, eapable of accom-
modatiog 50 patients, was opened

He died in 1891—
but by that time the Jesuits were
back again. Since 1898 a priest be-
longing to an noble Tartar fawmily,
has lived at the institution with 150
lepers. Near Anpapantarivo is the
asylom of St, Lawrence with room
for 60 lepers; during the first years
of its existence the lepers planted
eucalyptus and acoacia on the bare
heights, near it, 8o that they are now
covered with trees. In 1900 the
Francisoan Sisters of Meroy took
charge of the asylum at
Ambohidratrimo with its 500 lepers.
Tarning {0 North America, we fiod
that formetly little was done by the
State for the relief of lepers, There
was a leper Asylum on Sandy Hook,
and a so=0alled pesthouse near San
Francisco, more like prisons than
hospitals; latterly, example and
mediosl insistence has brought
about a better state of matters. An
old oastle near Herville was turned
into a leper hospital in 1894, in
charge of the Slsters of Charity, and
from sall parts came applioations for
admisgion. There is in Baranla-
fourche a leper colony which formed
itself, and has a school and shope of
its own; “an Italian priest is its
chaplain.” What a world of sug-
guestion that putshell of a sentence
contains! The Government Hos-
pital of Traocadie is in charge of the
Sisters of St. Joseph. In QOuba
there was a leper hospital in charge
of the Sisters of Charity, until the
Americans took possession and sent
the lepers to a small island. In the
West Indies Catholic missionaries
snd Sisters’carry on the same work
of mercy; at Cocorita is a leper
asylum which wsas formerly in
charge of negro nurses, male and
femsle; the Goveroment doctor,
sfter his first visit refused to go back
again; then the Governor applied
to the Osatholic Bishop of Port-of-

Overheated Rooms Cause
the Spread of Pneu-
monia.

According to en eminent New
York pbysician overheated dwell-
ings are largely responsible for the
great number of pneumonia victims
in the cities at this time of the year.
The oensus of 1900 shows that the
mortality from pneumonia per 100,
000 inhabitants of cities was 233.1,
whereas for rural distriots the rate
was only 135.9. 1In 1900 105,971
persons in the United States died of
poeumonia. Nowadays the mor-
tality from pneumonia is as large as
that from consumption—a little over
10 per cent. of all deaths being due
to it.

“The oause of pneumonia hsas
only been for a comparatively short
time,” said a New York physician
the other day. “ Twenty years ago
it was believed to be caused by a
germ. Now it is a matter of com-
mon koowledge among the medical
profession that the disease has its
origin in & germ termed the pneu-
mocoococus or rather the diploooecus
poneumoni. There are other germs,
too, which play a part in the causa-
tion of the malady,

“ According to a great aumthority,
poeumonia is not a disease of the
lung, but a general fever with local
manifestations caused by an infective
miorobe, Some of the germs which
cause pneumonia are present in the
body of perhaps 50 per cent. of the
community at large, and these gain
the upper hand and maltiply on ac-
count of the system’s being in & low
and debilitated state, and thus open
to the inroads of the enemy.

“Influenza is one of the most
potent of all factors in the spread of
poeumonia on & wide scale. No
affection leaves the body in a more
depressed and emscsptible condition
than does the grip. Measles is per.
baps the most fruitful canse of pnea-
monia in children. Exposure to cold
is, of oourse, often the exoiting ele=
ment in an attack of poeumonia
while the abuse of alcohol is an im-
important indireot canse. With re-
gard to the infectivity of pnenmonia
there is much yet to be learned,
However, it is known that bacteria
of this disease resemble in many re-
spects those of tuberculosis. Both
are of a relatively low order of in-
feotivity, and both are conveyed
through the air by means of dust.

“ A very large number of medical
authorities believe that the preval-
ence of pneumonia in the large oities
of the United States, and especially
in New York and Chicago, is due to
the overbeating of houses, apart—
wents, public buildings and cffices,
and to the lack of moisture ia the
indoor atmosphere. On this sub=
jeot little has been written,

“Every time we pas out of oar
homes during the winter we pass
into an atmosphere with a relative
humidity of, on an average, 70 per
cent. It stands to reason that euch
a sudden change is barmful, particu
larly affeoting the delicate mucous
membranes of the upper air passage,
The male is more subject to pneu-
monia than the femals, bat ths
mortality among women is greater.
As a rule, the largest mnumber of
caser fall in the months of January
to May, the smallest number from
July to September, Poeumonia
ohiefly attacks the old and the young,
and is usually fatal in both instanoces.
Any individual, however, who is run
down is liable to contract the dis-
ease.

“The treatment of pneumonia is,
according to the best authorities, not
muoch belped by drugs. When the
warning symptoms of a chill are
upon one, much may be done to cut
the attack short by taking to bed at
once and resorting to the old.fashe
ioned methods to induce perspiration
and to assist the functions of the
body to do their work properly. It
is in preventive measures that our
best hopes of checking and perbaps
exterminating the disegse lie. The
New York health authorities a year
ago took a step in the right direction
when they added to the Sanitary
Code & claunse olaesifying pneumonia
a8 & ‘notable dieease.’ Tbis clause
has not been enforced on accouat of
lack of funde.

“The greatest safegnard against
poeumonia is to keep the body in a
bealthy state by living under the
best sanitary conditions possible.
The avoidance of overheated rooms
in which the air has not a sufficiency

of moisture is & precautionary meas.
ure which is of more importance

In connection with an appeal
for the Indian and Negroes
it is interesting to read the follow-

An interesting addition to the
colony of missionary priests at the
Apostlic Mission House on the
srounds of the Catholic University
of America arrived recently in the
derson of the Rev. Albert Negahan-
quet,

to the priesthood in this country.
He entered the priesthood with the
avowed purpose of engaging in the|
missionary work among his people,
and in order to perfect himself in
this line of ecclesiastical endeavor
has been enrolled among the student-
priests at  the Apostolic Mission
House.

Father Negabanquet was born on
the Potowatamie reservation near
St. Mary’s, Kan., about twenty-eight
years ago. In his early life Father
Albert, as he is more familiarly called,
chose the priesthood for his lifework.

For his theology he studied in
Rome at the College of Propaganda,
and on his return to this country
began his labors among the Indians,
But in his desire to do most efficient
work among his own people he is
oow availing himself of the excellent
training afforded the Mission House.

Another death of a learned Bene-
dictine of St. Anselm’s College,
Rome, has followed quickly on that
of Dom H. Benedict Mackly. The
present death is that of Dom Adelbert
Muller, prior of the college. He
was 2 native of Baden, but an
American by early trainiog and
education, and joined the order
in 8t.Vincent’s Abby, where he took
the doctorate called *laurea sapien-
tiae.” He wascalled to St Anselm’s
on its foundation wunder Leo
XIII,, and here he published his
“ Hermeneutica Sacra'’ and taught
in the college over which he presided.
A scholar of attainment in varied
branches, he was, as the name of his
book implies, by preference a student
of Hcly Writ,

Carolus Durand, the famous French
artist, who is now a guest at the home
of Cardinal Matthieu, the French
resident Cardinal, began last week the
work of painting a full-sized portrait
of the Pope. Every morning he
arrives at the Vatican, where a special
room has been assigned for his use.
M. Durand is very enthusiastic regard-
ingihis model who carries out the
instructions of the painter to the letter,
and while sitting entertains the
artist in familar conversation.

Pope Pius has decided upon artis
tic changes in the Vatican, chiefly in
the removal of the famous picture
gallery from the present quarters,
which were provisionally chosen at
the instance of Pope Pius VII. by
the sculptor, and
Oardinal Consalvi. The present
quarters are above the Hall of the
Consistory, and the pictures are
considered to be in danger of being
burned should a fire break out at one
of the functions held there. The
Pope has chosen for the new gal-
lery a room in the wing of the
Vatican adjacent to the library, and
in Which not more than fifty persons
will be allowed at a time. He has
also ordered the hastening of work
on the new quarters of the Secretary
of State, which, when completed, will
leave the Borgia apartment, now
occupied by Cardinal Merry del Val,
open to the public.,

The number of Catholic peers in
the new British Parliament is the
gsame &8 in the last Parliament—
thirty-five. In the late Parliament
72 of the 103 representatives of Ire-
land in the House of Commons were
Catholics, and five of the 465 repre-
gentatives of England. Wales had
no Oatholics amongst its thirty re-
presentatives, nor §rotland amongst
its seventy-two. In the new Par.
liament Scotland and Wales stand
where they did in this respect, bat
there is an iucrease of two in {he
case of England. The number of
Catholic mzmbers reprezenting Ire
l:nd will be seventy-four,
