Dominion Fair Entries shrdlu n

Entries for Live Stock Alone Total 1,278
—Accommodation Will Be Severely
Taxed-—Provision Must Be Made for
Overflow.

Calgary, June 5.—The Exhibition com-
pany which is conducting the Dominion
Fair got the second indication of  the
enormous extent of the Dominion Fair
vesterday when the secretary totalled
up the number of entries for live stock
The management had been prpared for
it, but had not been quite keyed up to
the very large nmumber of entries that
were actually made. In addition to the
entries which closed on Saturday, came
a bunch which had been delayed in the
mails from Sir William Van Horn from
his stock farm in Manitoba.

The
enbries ‘were ‘more than ¢the company
had expected and the result will be that
there wilk he eonsiderabl erowding.

DR. GRENFELL FOUGHT
PACK OF MAD DOGS

Thrilling and Terrible Ordeal on the
Coast of Labrador Experiencéd by
the Celcbhrated Missionary Phy-
sician—Fierce Fight With Hungry
Canines on lce Pack.

8t. John, N.F., June 5—Battling for
forty hours against a pack of hungry
and maddened dogs on an ice pack, off
the coast of Labrador, with the temper-
ature-ten degrees below zero and only
&-knife to-defend -himselt; is the thril-
ling experience that Dr. Wilinid Gren-
fell, the celebrated migisonary phy-
sician, recently had.

The story is told by Captain W, Bart-
lett, of the stemmer Strathcona, which
has arrived hére from the south.

Dr. Grenfell had leit Battle harbor,
Labrador, to attend patients at an-
other settlement ten miles distant and
was driven oif the coast by a nioving
ie¢ field and into an area covered
only with broken drift ice. Before he
could stop the dogs they ecarried him
into the water. The dogs attempted
to climb on Dr. Grenfell’s' back and
he was obliged to fight them before
he was able to climb on to a solid
piece of drift ice. The dogs also suc-
ceeded in saving themselves.

With the wind blowing a gale, the
temperature ten degrees below zero
and night at hand, the doctor thought
he would be frozen to death ag_ his
clothing was saturated. He cut his
skin boots in halves and placed the
pieces over his back dnd- chest to
shield those parts of his body from the
blast. As the wind and cold increased
when night fell over the frozen land
he decided 4o kill and skin three of
the dogs to afford him more warmth
and to supply the other animals with
food, iearing that becoming hungry,
they would tear him to pieees.

As it was, they attacked him sav-
agely, biting him about the hands and
legs. The doctor spent a trying
night. Wrapped in the skins of the
dead canines he still found it so cold
that repeatedly he had to run about
to keep up the circulation of the blood.
Hoping that next day he would be
in sight of land, though the ice was
receding from the shore, the doctor
tdok the legs of the slaughtered dogs
ahd bindinig them together, made a
pole, to the top of which he attached
part of his shirt so as to signal, and
this eventually proved to be his sal-
vation as the flag was seen by George
Reid and others of Lockes cove, Mare
Bay, and they affected a rescue.

Dr. Grenfell was made a companion
of the Order of St. Michael and St.
George two years ago by King Ed-
ward.
