" FINAL REVISION OF SPEECH.

King Edward Goes Over Speech From
Throne—Tremendausly Important.

London, Feb. 19—King Edward to-
day for the last time took up. the
speech from the throne to be delivered
at the actual opening of parliament
on Monday. - In council the King went
over the speech in' its definite form
before affixing his signature. The
council was held at Buckingham pal-
ace. The ministers appointed to the
new places in the new cabinet received
their portfolios at the meeting. Pro-
found secrecy has surrounded the
speech and not an inkling of its. tenor
has been allowed to escape into pub-
licity.

Nevertheless. it can be.nothing but
one of the most significant and im-
portant speeches of its kind delivered
in decades, in view of the political
crisis, the financial situation and the
fight on the power of the londs.

David Iloyd-George’s budget, will .
come to a head speedily when parlia-
ment gets into action, was assured to-
day by the declaration that TLibenal
whips had issued requests to support-
ers of the government; requiring at-
tendance of all in view of an impourt-
ant division expected -before the de-
bate on the speech from the throme.
