The Brewery Frauds.—In conse­
quence of the reports that have gone 
abroad concerning the manner in which 
the Revenue has been cheated by the 
brewers of Waterloo, the Minister oi 
Inland Advenue, thé. Hon. Mr. Howland, 
has ordered a commission to enquire into 
the truth of these charges, and Messrs. 
Romain and Godson began the enquiry in 
Hamilton on Tuesday morning last.— 
Immediately after the commission have 
finished their labors they will report to 
the Government, so that the truth or 
falsity of the accusations will soon be pub­
lished.

Fox Hunt.—The Wellington hounds 
met on Puslinch Plains yesterday, and 
had a successful run ol about eight miles.

THE LATE SHOOTING CASE,
CORONER’S INQUEST.

The enquiry into the cause whereby 
Thomas Chamberlain met his death, was 
resumed at half-past seven o’clock on 
Thursday evening.

Edward Bottrel, sworn, said—I work 
in Mr Sleeman’s brewery ; I was at a 
charivari of George Foster on Monday 
evening ; I knew parties who said they 
would be there, but it was eqdark I could 
not tell if they came ; there were between 
twenty and thirty persons there.,- it was 
about half-past seven, the charivari had 
not begun when I got there ; I took a 
gnn and made as big a noise as I -could, 
firing perhaps half-a-dozen times ; the 
gun was loaded with powder only ; I was 
there on Friday evening ; there was no 
charivari on Saturday evening ; did not 
know Thomas Chamberlain before he was 
shot ; no one of the party went into the 
house before'that ; Foster came out and 
gave them liquor twenty minutes before 
Chamberlain was shot, but did not ask 

to retire ; there were beer and whis­
key, I think ; there was silence when he 
brought out the liquor, and Foster gave a 
whoop and told them to “ blaze away,” 
and asked for a horn to blow It ; it was 
the old man, Joseph, who came out ; 
might be about ten yards from him, but 
never heard him ask us to retire; he 
had no gun when he came out that I saw 
—there was as much noise as ever after 
the serving of the liquor ; there might be 
four or five guns ; did not see any pistols; 
don’t know if Chamberlain had a gun ; 
think he had not ; I was standing prob­
ably ten yards from the window when 
the shot was fired from it ; was on the 
rood; Chamberlain was standing about 
two yards from the window ; looked when 
the gun went off ; did not see who fired 
the gun; the blind was down, but just 
before they fired I saw a corner of blind 
raised, and then let down again ; think 
he shot through the blind and glass too, 
heard the glass fly, and some one calling 
out twice that he was shot ; did not see 
him fall ; was told it was Thos. Chamber- 

went with those who carried him to 
Steele’s house dose by ; saw no one come 
out of the house after the gun was fired ; 
never heard that the old man threatened 
to shoot if they were further annoyed ; 
saw Joseph Foster between the first and 
second charivari, but he never mentioned 
the matter ; was there about three quar­
ters of an hour on Monday night before 
the shot was fired ; Thos. Steele told me 
of the charivari on Friday night ; did not 
say who was to be there ; did not go for 
liquor ; did not take any ; did not see Geo. 
Foster ; did not hear any other voices 
than that of Joseph ; Chamberlain had 
acted no wore than the others.

Varo Quincey was the second witness. 
Deceased was in his company ; thought 
some one came otit with old Foster ; the 
first time Foster came out he brought 
whiskey, the second time beer ; Foster 
was not in liquor ; Chamberlain had a 
bell, which he was ringing ; there was 
one of the lower panes broken ; the blind 
was torn and burnt by the blaze from the 
gun ; these were the chief additional par 
ticulars made known by this witness ; his 
evidence in other respects corresponding 
closely with that of Botterel.

Dr Clarke gave his evidence as follows: 
That by directions from the Coroner, Dr. 
Howitt, he made a post-mortem examina­
tion of the body of Thos. Chamberlain ; 
that he found the body greatly distended 
with putrifactive gas, the result of mor­
tification ; he found the skin and integu­
ments on the outside of the right leg. and 
thigh greatly swollen, and of a livid co­
lour, and infiltrated with gas, and numer­
ous perforations with small shot about 
the size of No. 6 ; several of the shot had 
struck the bones of the leg ; deponent 
could detect no injury to any of the large 
blood vessels, but the skin, integuments 
and muscles were greatly lacerated and 
contused ; deponent believed that dpath 
was caused by the numerous wounds and 
perforations admitting the external air, 
which, mixing in the tissues with the 
blood and other fluids by absorption, 
brought on rapid mortification and pois­
oned the whole blood of the body, which 
caused death in a few hours.

Wm. Kirkby was the next witness 
called, but his testimony added nothing 
to what was already known.

Jas. Baker testified that Foster senr. 
came to him on Monday afternoon and 
borrowed his gun, ostensibly for the pur­
pose of attending a shooting match on 
the Elora road, and had left it at Coul- 
son’s Hotel on Tuesday. Witness spoke to 
Foster on that day, addressing him thus,
“You are a d------d smart man to shoot
the chaps you shot last night.” He told 
him further that he was sorry he had lent 
the gun, and Foster, too, expressed his 
regret, that he had done so, but he said, 
he had tired in a passion at the parties 
that were about his house. The gun was 
loaded with No. 6 shot when Foster got 
it, and it was loaded with the same kind 
of shot when brought back, but there was 
a cap on -when it went away and none 
when it was returned.

Jas. Reeves was the last witness 
called. He was in bedon Monday night, 
and his wife woke him, and told him 
some one was shot. George Foster came 
to his house, but there was no conver­
sation. Witness went out after a while, 
and saw Joseph Foster, the latter came 
over the fence and spoke, said he had 
heard them pulling down boards at the 
window, and that he had heard some one 
asking for a knife “and he would cut 
his way through.’’ Foster senr. said he 
loaded the gun again, that he would 
give them the contents of that if they 
came to interfere with him again, but he 
did not say that he had fired the gun 
previously. Witness saw Foster move 
away with some furniture from the house 
on Tuesday evening. *

This was the last evidence taken and 
the inquest adjourned until Monday 
evening next at 7 o’clock.

Parliament of Canada.
HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Ottawa, Nov.
Mr Smith moved for the correspondence 

respecting the salaries of County Judges 
in Nova Scotia. In the course of his re­
marks, he said that County Courts were 
established in New Bruns wick,notbecause 
they were required, but because it was 
neceasaty to provide for gentlemen who 
had taken an active part in securing Con­
federation. The salaries attached 
large, and he desired to know whether 
they were to be paid by the Dominion oi 
the Province.

M.r. Tilley agreed to produce ,the cor­
respondence on ike subject, but com­
plained of the statement that the county 
courts were established in order to pro­
vide places for friends.

The House then resumed the, consider­
ation of the motion proposed bv Mr. 
Blake, that a select committee be ap­
pointed to enquire wbethpr thé Minister 
of Militia, Hem. G. E- Cartier, has a legal 
right to sit and vote in this House.

Dr. Parker supported the motion, 
pointing out that Mr. Cartier was not as­
sailed as a Privy Councillor, but as Min 
jeter of Militia, as which he was disqual­
ified to sit. He thought that it exhibited 
great carelessness that such matters were 
not Provided for in the constitution.

Mr. Dorion concurred in what Dr. 
Parker had said, and added that minis­
ters had foiled to meet Mr. Blake’s legal 
arguments, and that their interpretation 
of the Independence of Parliament Act 
was different from that hitherto held,and 
would lead to monstrous consequences.

Mr. Morris said ministers had acted in 
the spirit of the British constitution.

Mr. Howe, after complaining of the 
curt and discourteous replies given by. 
ministers to questions put by members of 
the Opposition, and of the unreasonable 
delay of ministers in bringing down their 
measures and explaining their policy, 
went on to say that the practical question 
was whether there were not top many 
ministers in the Houpe. "

Hon. Mr. Cartier replied to some 
points in Mr. Blakes speech, and admitted 
that their system of government, like 
everything coming from the hand of man, 
was not perfect ; but where imperfections 
existed they could be remedied by Par­
liament.

Mr. Blake closed the debate with an 
able speech, withdrawing his resolution 
in view1 of the promise of the Minister of 
Justice that legislation would be intro­
duced tojset matters fright. ~Mr. Belle- 
rose’s motion respecting the rafting of 
timber on the inland waters of Canada 
received the six months’ hoist.

American Despatches.
Kansas City, Nov. 28—Three men en­

tered the First National Bank this after­
noon at Independence, Mo. The cashier 
and hie clerk were locked up in the vault 
and the bank robbed.

Havana, Nov. 27th—Advices from St. 
Domingo state that a decree had been 
issued by the government to the effect 
that merchandize imported direct from 
Europe and the United States is hereafter 
to pay a duty of 15 per cent, lees than 
merchandise imported from the West In­
dies. The attempt to raise a revolution 
in favor of Baezhad had failed. Some en­
gagements had taken place, in which the 
revolutionary forces had been utterly de­
feated. Peace has been procured through­
out the Republic.

New York, Nov. 28—The funeral pro­
cession in honour of the Fenians recently- 
hung at Manchester, came off to-day anal 
was a most imposing spectacle. About 
5000 Irishmen formed in a long column 
four deep, and marched through the prin­
cipal streets, attended by three hearses, 
each containing a coffin, on which was in­
scribed the name of one of the executed 
men. The procession halted in Union 
square, where orations were delivered 
extolling the heroes, the martyrs, and 
the cause for which they died.

Mason and the Whiskey Sellers. 
—Ninety-six liquor cases came before the 
Police Court in Toronto on Wednesday 
morning last, Mason being the informer. 
A postponement was unavoidable as the 
Detective’s witness, Isaac Marks, liad been 
got out of the way by some of the inter­
ested parties.

He was missed afterwardsAnd 
active but fruitless search was made for 
him.—A gentleman afterwards found the 
body in the river, and the jury returned a 
verdict of “ accidental death by drowning 
whilst in a state of intoxication.”
