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SUICIDE AT ST. THOMAS.and the possibility of serious trouble in 

that country. The Spectator refers to the 
dispatch from Calcutta published in the 
Times on April 17. announcing that much 
excitement prevailed in North Behar, 
owing to the fact that the mango tree in 
several districts had been found smeared 
with a mixture of mud and of the hairs of 
some animal. The officials were perplexed, 
some considering that the smearing of the 
trees was a secret sign connected with the 
cow protection movement, and this and 
other movements going on in North Behar 
disturbed and puzzled the Government 
officials.

In its reference to the Times’ dispatch 
the Spectator recalls that next Thursday is 
the anniversary of the Indian mutiny, and 
that this anniversary has been preceded by 
a mysterious distribution of cakes through- 
out Behar and the northwest. According 
to the Spectator there is something stir­
ring among the Nepaulese priests, and it is 
feared that it portends another serious 
rising in India. The rising, if it takes 
place, according to the Spectator, will be 
due to the disaffection which exists on ac­
count of the rulings of the opium commis­
sion, increased taxes, the cow question and 
other matters which have caused deep 
mutterings among the populace.

Gossip About Gladstone.
LONDON, May 6.—London correspondents 

all have something to say of Gladstone’s 
latest appearance. Harold Frederick, in 
his cable letter to the New York Times, 
says: ‘’Gladstone’s brief visit to London 
to make a speech eulogizing the memory of 
his late physician, has been gingerly treat­
ed by the press. He spoke sealed in a 
chair, a thing which London never saw 
him do before, and though his voice was 
heard ail over the hall the old light seemed

mitted because a horse which had been 
under his sister’s cate had died en route.

The Indian Rising Discussed.
LONDON, May 7.—Col. Matteson, who is

Matteson says that undoubtedly some 
serious disturbance is meditated, and that 
prompt action on the part of the Govern 
ment is imperative. There may not be an 
uprising on Thursday, the anniversary of 
tiie Sepoy mutiny in 1857, as has been pre­
dicted, but it is bound to come if immediate 
measures are not taken to prevent it. The 
writer advises the Government to cease 
tampering with the laws relating to 
marriage, the sale and use of opium, and 
other so-called “reforms,” which the natives 
regard as worse than tyranny, and to 
quietly but closely watch the movements of 
the natives.

Tokens of Pern. A Bartender Drowns Himself in Shallow : 
Kettle Creek.

St. THOMAS, May 6.—Wm. Hamill, a 
young man 28 years of age, who has filled 
the position of bartender for his uncle, W. 
T. W yatt. Station Hotel, committed suicide 
at an early hour this morning in two and a 
half feet of water in Kettle Creek, about 
75 yards east of the L. and P. S. R. bridge. 
He was seriously ill last fall, and has been 
somewhat dispondent of late. He com­
plained of being nervous last night upon 
retiring, and nothing more was seen of him 
until 4:30 this morning, when one of the 
G. T. R. employes met him proceeding up 
the track. He was found by a party of men 
as described about 11 o’clock. Coroner 
Gustin will hold an inquest to-morrow.

TRAGEDY IN INGERSOLL,

The Quiet of Europe Said To Be

A Young Man Killed by Another in an 
Aggravated Quarrel.

INGERSOLL, Ont., May 6.—The circum­
stances leading up to the unfortunate affair 
by which young McDermott lost his life 
are the result of several years’growth. For 
the past eight or ten years a certain class 
of men have been in the habit of congregat­
ing in various localities, and acting in a 
disorderly way. One of their chief amuse­
ments seems to have been to waylay un­
suspecting young men returning home at 
night and firing rocks at them “to sec them 
run.” From the evidence it would appear 
that on this occasion a company of young 
men,of whom deceased was one, had selected 
a young man named Alward as a victim of 
their practical joking. It was known that 
he was escorting home a young lady named 
McFee, who resides at the extreme west 
end of Victoria street. They accordingly 
went down to the G. T. R. track and 
awaited Alward’s return. Upon his appear­
ance the gang opened fire upon him with 
rocks, and during the melee McDermott 
received a blow upon his head. He was 
assisted to a neighboring house and medical 
aid summoned, but nothing could be done 
for him, and the unfortunate young man 
breathed his last a few minutes afterwards.

The police were notified and went to the 
residence of Alward’s father, Cherry 
street, where the young man was found 
sleeping, apparently oblivious of the fact 
that anyone had been injured. He was at 
once placed under arrest.

A coroner’s jury viewed the body and 
then heard the evidence of Arthur Mitchell, 
who said the party who intended to “rock” 
the prisoner was five or six in number. The 
inquest was then adjourned till Tuesday 
evening. Dr. Williams will hold a post 
mortem in the meantime, the jury appoint­
ing Dr. Lucas to assist in the operation.

PROUD DAY FOR TALMAGE.

He Celebrated the 25th Anniversary of 
His Pastorate.

BROOKLYN, N. Y., May 7.—A celebration 
of the 25th anniversary of the pastorate of 
Rev. T. DeWitt Talmage was begun at the 
Brooklyn Tabernacle yesterday. At the 
morning service Dr. Talmage preached an 
eloquent sermon, taking for the text of his 
discourse the words—“One generation 
cometh and another passeth away.”

During the sermon Dr. Talmage spoke of 
the ordeal by fire through which the church 
had passed, and also of the good work 
accomplished in the raising of over $1,- 
000,000 for charitable purposes during the 
past quarter of a century. He referred to 
the fact that but two or three of the origi­
nal twenty-five who had extended him the 
call to come to Brooklyn were alive.

The church was crowded to its utmost 
capacity. The celebration will continue on 
Thursday and Friday evenings of this 
week, when the service will be of an 
international character.

PARIS, May 6.—It is reported M. Diebler, 

the official executioner, is ill with a serious 
attack of bronchitis, and that the execution 
of the Lille Anarchists and decapitation of 
Emile Henry have consequently been post- 
poned.

Nothing in It.
LONDON, May 6.—The Daily Telegraph 

announces upon the authority of Sir 
Villiam Harcourt himself that the rumor 
that Sir William is about] to resign is 
entirely unfounded and that he has not the 
least intention of abandoning his seat.

Shakespeare’s Birthplace.
LONDON, May 6.—The annual report of 

the trustees of Shakespeare’s birthplace 
allows that there were 18,000 paid admis- 
mitons in 1893-materially fewer than in 
1 892. The falling off is ascribed to the de­
pression in America and to the Chicago 
exhibition. The report shows an adverse 
balance of £697.

Germany’s Claims to Samoa,
BERLIN, May 6.—The Cologne branch of 

the German Colonial Society has forwarded 
a resolution to Chancellor von Caprivi, ex- 
pressing confidence that the Government 
vrill defend Germany's "unquestionable 
claims" in Samoa and Tonga, and demand- 
leg that the Samoans be placed under the 
Cherman flag.

Heavy Rains and Snow in Silesia.
BERLIN, May G. — Heavy rains have 

caused the rivers to overflow in the low- 
lying districts of Silesia, and a. warning has 
been issued to the inhabitants, who are 
taking steps co move themselves and their 
belongings from the districts which are 
threatened with floods.

A heavy snowfall is reported at Glogau, 
Prussian Silesia.

Now This Is the Shortest.
HAVRE, May 6. — The steamship La 

Touraine, which left New York on Satur­
day, April 28, at 8:30 a.m., with John 
Jacob Astor and family, Mme, Calve and 
Henri N. Braem Danish consul to New 
York, among her passengers, arrived yes­
terday at 6 a.m. The time of the voyage 
between New York and Queenstown, five 
days and sixteen hours, was the shortest 
on record.

To Reclaim the Zuyder Zee.
THE HAGUE, May 6.—The royal commis­

sion, presided over by Mynheer Clely, the 
Minister of Waterways and Commerce, has 
decided almost unanimously in favor of the 
project to reclaim 500,000 acres of the 
Zuyder Zee, by means of sea dykes from 
Northern Holland into Friesland at a total 
cost, including measures of defense and 
compensation to fishermen, of 315,000,000 
guilders. It is estimated that the value of 
the land reclaimed will be 326,000.000 
guilders. The commission unanimously re­
commends that the state shall undertake 
the execution of the project.

"We consider the non-sectarian free pub­
lic school, the bulwark of American institu­
tions, the best place for the education of 
American children. We condemn the sup­
port out of the public treasury of any sec­
tarian school.

“We demand that no real or personal 
property be exempt from taxation, the title 
to which if not vested in the National or 
State Governments.

"We protest against the enlistment in 
the United States army or navy or the 
militia of any State of any person not an 
actual citizen of the United States, and 
demand the prohibition of importation of 
pauper labor and the restriction of immi­
gration.

“We demand that no alien shall be 
naturalized who cannot speak the language 
of the land and who cannot prove seven 
years consecutive residence in this country 
from the date of his declaration of inten­
tion.

"We demand that all hospitals, asylums, 
reformatories or other institutions in which 
the people are under restraint, be at all 
times open to public inspection, whether 
they are maintained by the public or 
private corporations or individuals.”

The Grand Old Man 
has aged many years in the past three 
months. The picture he made at the Sir 
Andrew Clarke memorial meeting on 
Thursday was a pitiful one. He was a 
feeble, bent octogenarian who leaned upon 
a stout stick even when addressing the 
audience from bis chair. His words were 
brave, polished, well chosen and appropri- 
ate. Not a shadow has yet crossed his 
shining intellect, but both flesh and 
spirit are breaking. He is not 
iff. No specific malady is undermining 
his marvelous vitality but a great change, 
which his grieving friends cannot fail to 
recognize is making rapid progress. He 
has lost interest in life. That is ominous, 
and his friends are beginning to understand 
now what Sir Andrew Clarke saw clearly, 
that for such a man to fold his hands meant 
despair and death. Every effort will be 
made now to provide the warrior statesman 
with tasks and ambition sufficiently im­
portant to keep alive that energy which 
craves and feeds upon what in most men 
would destroy it. If his enthusiasm can be 
revived he may remain many days a figure 
of which the nation will be most proud. If 
not, then nothing can long delay the end."

The most remarkable effect of Mr. Glad­
stone’s retirement has been clearly empha­
sized in connection with his first public 
appearance on Thursday, His enemies 
have already become his friends. He has 
completely ceased to be a partisan figure 
in English politics.

The Daily News said truly yesterday: 
“In a. few short weeks he has outlived 
hatred, malice and all uncharitableness. 
His fame stands as high to-day as if it. had 
been purified by half a century of the tomb. 
Most great men have to wait for such a 
vindication of the passing away of an 
entire generation. Their appeal is to 
posterity. In Mr. Gladstone's case the 
scales have fallen from the eyes of his 
opponents almost at the very moment of 
his withdrawal from the position which 
made him the most commanding figure in 
the world.”
