Marine and Fisheries Contributions
for the World’s Fair,

The C. P. R, and the Parry Sound
Colonization Company—The
Dom) nion Quaraniine,

Or1AWA, July 30.—The Department of
Marine und Ficheries is about to seud out
cirenlars to all persons interested in fish
or fishing, inviting them to send exhibits
for the Canadian contribution to the
Chleago World’s Fair, The circular sets
forth the classes into which such subjects
are divided: Fish and other forms of
aquatic life, sea fishing and angling, prod-
ucts of fishing and their manipulation, and
fish culture,ZAssistance is asked in making
Canada’s exbibits in these groups as com-
plete as possible. Those who signity their
intention to exhibit, the department will
furpish potice when and where to ship
goods for collection at some central point.

Mr. J. R, Booth was seen by a reporter
in relation to the report that the C. P. R,
had secured control of the Parry Sound
Colonization Company, and was asked what
action he proposed to take. Mr. Booth
said he thought it was true the C. P. R.
had secured control of that eompany, snd
if that were true they evidently contem-
plated building to Parry Sound, in which
case his road, the Ottawa, Arnprior and
Parry Sound, would not for the present be
extended beyond Arnprior or Renfrew, as
he did not propose to enter into a fight or
competition with a large corporation like
the C. P. R. Mr. Booth furiher stated that
if the C. P. R. did build a line to Parry
Sound he would probably swing his line
around in the direction of Lake Nipissing
and French River, where he has large

more stated that he should take no action
owards extending his line beyond Renfrew
or securing an entrance into Parry Sound
until he was assured that the C. P. R. did
not contemplate building through to that
place and that he wasnot a competitor with
them for the purchase of the Parry
Scund Railway. A prominent capitalist
spoken to on  the subject  said
he considered a lipe ‘built in
an alternate direction as above would be of
much more value to the Canadian Atlantic
ailway, as it would be in a direct line to
the **Soo,” and if a lake portion was re-
quired one could be attained at the mouth
of French River, which would be
a much better deep-water terminus
than Parry Sound. Witha through all-
rail line to the ““Soo” and a lake and rail
line from some point at or mear French
River, the Canada Atlantic Railway would
become one of the most complete railway
companys on the continent.
