Tuesday, March 12, 1867:

The New Secretary for the Colonies,
The telegraph announces the resige
nation of Lord Carnarvon, and the
appointment of the Duke of Bucking-
ham to the position of Secretary for
the Colonies. The retirement of Liord
Carnarvon is attributed to the action
of the Conservative Ministry in pre=
pering a Reform Bill—the late Secre~
tary being a staunch Conservative
and a strong upholder of the rights
and privileges of the aristocratic class,
of which he is an honordl member.
The new Secretary is said to be a
first-class business man. For several
years—while Marquis of Chandos—
he was chairman of the London and
Northwesgern Railway Company,
and was also a member of the Board
of Trade. We are not aware that the
Duke has previously occupied a posis
tion in Government ; but he has figur-
ed quite prominently ia the politics of
the nation as a consistent follower
and admiror of the present Premier.
From Burke's Peerage, 1863, welearn
that the Duke ot 'Buckingham was
born on the 10th September, 1823. He
i8, consequently in his forty.fourth
year. The father of the present Duke
Wwas one of the most extravagant of
the British Peers of his day. He was
also a great speculator in land and
railway stock. In 1842, the Queen
paid the Duke a visit at his seat,
Stowe Park, and a series of magnifi-
cent entertainments followed that
eclipsed anycbiﬁg of the kind in the
present century, and, perbaps, sur-
passed in brilliancy the regal recep-
tion extended to Queen Klizabeth by
the Harl of Leicester, at Kenilworth
Castle. The cost of these entertain—
ments, combined with unfortunate
speculations, resulted in the ruin of
the Duke, and in 1861 he retired upon
an allowance of £500 per annum from
his son, who succeeded to the title
and the deeplysencumbered estates,
as third Duke, and nobly assumed all
bis father’s liabilities, to the liquida-~
tion of which he has since devoted
the incomes from the properties. The
old Duke of Buckingham died in
1864, in London. In 1851, the present
Duke married Caroline, only daughter
ot Robert Harvey, Esq., of Langley
Park. The retirement of Lord Car-
uarvon at this important period in the
history of the Colonies, is deeply to
be regretted. His action may prove
damaging to the hopes of the Cons
federationists. We have confidence,
however, that the new BSecretary
will complote the work his prede~
cessor has so ably begun, and that
before the present session of Parlias
ment shall have expired the British
North American Colonies will be
united in one grand Confederation
strelching {from ocean to ocean.
