Of all practices to be condemned in
horse breeding, that of breaking colts
cannot be too severely criticised. The
age for breaking has passed. To-day,
recogniging the fact that we are deal.
ing with intelligent beings, we train
the colts as we would the children.
In doing this, the severe measures of
years ago have no place. The sled
stake. and raw-hide can be put one
side, and brute force abandoned. The
colt that cannot be taught to obey by
the use of intelligent methods, never
will make a safe horse, for something
is laeking in its made-up.

Kindness, firmness,and intelligence,
these are the three prime factors in
horse training to-day, and the man
who neglects to exercise these is not
fit to be trusted with the care of a polt
Acting on the pringiple that we are
dealing with a creature that thinks
and reasons, then the bigher thought
and reason of the trainer gives him
control, and all that is necessary is
patience in showing the animal just
what is wanted and bow to do it.
Brute force never developed speed ; it
never made the borse safe to drive;
but instead, by teaching it to trust
the word of its master, it knows no
fear; by showing it what was wanted,
speed has resulted, ’

Let us; then, leave the breaking of
colts to be forgotten. The term means
too much that is cruel, and belongs
not to our age. It means a complete
destruction of individpality jp the
apimal, and the doing of something
because it cannot do aught else, This
is not willing obedience, but obedience

' % Litters,

I ~frogn£tl{ happens, as most
swine growers have learned from ex-
perienoa, that sows if left alone will
devour their young. Breeding sows
should be made as tame as possible by
petting before the farrowing season.
When this bas not been neglected,
and the man who has bad the care of
her is at band at the time of tarrowing,
thetpigs can generally be saved by
placing them to tho teat as they are
delivered and keeping the mother
lying quietly by scratching ber gently.
After they bavo taken a full meal the
sow geoerally appears to have much
more affection for them. It is said
that the Germans pour a mixture of
fifteen grains of spirits of camphor
and two grains of tincture of opium
into ene of the sow’s ears when she
shows an inclination to eut her pigs.
B8he will then lie down upon the side
receiving the mixture and remain in a
quiet stupor for several bours, Upbdn
recovering she generally appears ami-
able and will not molest her young.
Anotlber method practised in that
country is to rub the pigs all over
with brandy as soon as delivered, and
also-applying the same to the nose of
he sow.

Do not keep the Cows to Long.

There are thousands of old oows in
the country that ought to have gone
to the shambles long ago. It is a
mystery why people will persist in
keeping cows for years after they
bave passed their time of usefulness.
An extra good cow may be kept for
breeding purposes, but as a part of
the dairy herd no cow should be kept
after she has passed her prime, If an
individual account were kept with our
cows, many of them would be sacri-
ficed. But everybody knows, or
ought to know, without keeping such
an account, that an old cow is profit-
less. The herd ought to be started
with young cows. and sbould be kept

oupg. On many farms, especially
n the less enterprising farming dis-
tricts, the cows are kept from yoar to
yearuntil the herd—ususlly small, it
18 true—is principally composed of
animals that are kept at a loss; and
there is a vast number of cows that
bave been kept so long that when
they are marketed scarcely anything
can be got for them. Thus there is
loss of feed in feeding such cows und
loss of price by not selling them
e I

o —
Testing Seed Corn in Advance.

Be sure that your seed corn is all
right now, when there ig plenty of
time ta attepd ta it, and get some that
is good if yours fails. Youn can easily
test it by planting a dozen or two
grains in a flowerpot, or sancer even,
and seeing what proportion germi-
nates. It is very annoying, besides
being quite a loss of time and money,
to plant one’s field over by reason of
poor seed, and it is bat little work td
test it ; if but a small per cent. grows
you can look up some that is good.
Many farmers claim that it pays to
exchange seeds frequently, but we are
not 80 positive on that point, if 2 man
is carefnl in selecting bis own sced ;
if he is not, we do. not doubt that it
will pay a farmer well to get bis seed
of a more particular person. Woe like
the plan of saving seed ocorn at husk-
ing time apd then well trying it. We
believe it to be a conceded faot that
the best place to keep seed corn is in
quite a warm place. The corn crop

is getting too important to bo neglect-
ed in any of these details,

Sheep in the Bpring,

It is comparatively an easy matter
to turn out sheep too early in spring.
While it is, of course, desirable tg
allow them to have grass as soon as
it can be secured in the spring, yet
care should be taken not to turn out
ontirely. Whilo we may be able to
keep the sheep in fairly good condi-
tion on dry feed, yet to insure the
best growth, not only of the animal,
but also of the wool, green food should
he given whenever possible, and
especially to the breeding ewes, Ibo
order to keep them thrifty and beal-
thy, and at the same time furnish a
full supply of milk to keep the lambs
growing, green food is almost a neces-
sity. But it is better Bot fo turn into
the pastures too early. It will answer
to, let them bave the run for two or
three hours each day, when tho
weather is pleasant, but in cold, wet
or stormy weathor it will be much
botter to feed under shelter, and this
is especially the case with sheep that
have been reasonably well sbeltered
all winter. It is certainly poor man-
agement to keep sheep all winter,
taking pains to feed and sholter so as
to obtain a good growth in flesh and
wool, and then in the spring, just
when they need the feed and care the
worst, to tarn them out and let them
look out for themselves. It is an easy
matter to stunt the growth of the
wool sheep and the lambs, and a
stunted growth is never desirable in
anything. Tho longer wo farm, the
more thoroughly satisfied do we be-
come that it pays to keep stock grow-
ing steadily all the time, just the
same as the crop, and that any failure
to do this is a failuro to secure as
much profit as we could.

Farmers who kecp sheep, recog-
nize the fact that it is only by good
management that they are able to
secare a profi.. The sheep and wool
must be kept growing to secure this.
The farmers who properly feed and
care for their sheep are able to show
o profit, while those that turned them
out to forage for themselves find they
arej keeping sheep at a loss, and quit
almost every other line of farming.

Blowly but surely we are beginning
to realize the fact that we must do
our best ; not only must we thorough-
ly prepare the soil by manuring,
plowing and barrowing so as to have
the soil in a fine condition, plant
good seed and give thorough culti-

vation, 80 as to seoure the best possi- | $143

ble yields, but we must also properly
harvest and store; feed out to good,
thrifty stock, so that a steady gain
may be secared, giving good shelter
and making and secaring all the
manure possibie.

This rule applies to sheep. We
must feed economically, and yet
maintain & steady growth all the
time, and in tho spring, afler feeding
all winter, do not tarn inta the pas-
ture until the weather has became
settled, and there is & sufflcient
growth of grass to keep them in a
thrifty condition ; by allowing them a
short run every day in the early pas-
tures, and then feeding a little dry
feed night and morning until their
growth in the pastures has been
secured, s much better condition of
bealth and growth may be maintained.
