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For Whom Does He Speak.

Principal - Grant of Queen’s college is
altogether too flippant, too much given to
careless assertion, in his discussion of the
university question, and it but serves him
vight if he is pulled up, as’ he has been a
score of times since the controversy began.

We wish him-or his friends to say for
whom it is that he speaks when he under-
takes to tell the legislature that it shall not
grant further aid to the provincial univer-
sity. It is assuredly not for the presby-
terian body as ‘‘Presbyter” in his letter in
Monday’s Globe has shown that the church
has no control whatever over Queen’s col-
lege and Dr. Caven’s last letter contains
the following significant words:

Queen’s college, if under the presbyterian
church, will be careful, doubtless, not to an-
ticipate the general b { by entering up-
on a line of grocedure which the supreme
authority in that church may not sanction. If
the council of Queen’s college has complete
autonomy it may, of course, seek for the col-
Jege relations towards the state different from
t1e e which existed at the union in 775; and in
that case the college is no longer denomina-
tional. The unofticial expression of opinion,
whether by individuals or by bodies of men,
no one has a right to object to.

The fact is that Queen’s college is a
private speculation, and it is only as men
who have their positions and their salaries
from it that Dr. Grant and his friends have
spoken.  They do not represent the pres-
byterian church ; they only represent
themselves and those who put their money
in the speculation.

1t also comes with rather bad grace from
Provost Body, fresh from an Oxford cloister,
to undertake to tell the people of Ontario
how they shall conduct secular education.

And while they are about it we would
like both of them, and Dr. Grant especially,
to show why he has not included St
Michael’s college, which also teaches
divinity as well as secular subjects,
and  trains as many wmen as Trinity
and | Queen’s put together, in his
group of denominational colleges that he
thinks ought to band themselves together
against the provincial university. Does he
think that a Roman catholic ecollege ought
not  to get state aid, but that Queen’s
should? And what about the Baptist
literary institute at Woodsvock, which is
doing good secular work. Is it not to be
included in the company? Or are the
catholies and baptists to be left out because
they have accepted the provincial univer-
sity 7 And if Dr. Grant is consistent enough
to admit these where is it going to end ?
W hat about the quaker college at Pickering
and any other bodies that may set up
colleges ! |

In conclusion it is well to remember that
the authorities of the provincial university
have never taken the liberty of expressing
any opinion as to the duty of the legisla-
ture in regard to other colleges than their
own. If others have claims these claims
will be dealt with on their merits without
any interference on the part of the pro-
vineial university.

What College Represents the Churches.

To the Editor of the Mail.

Sir: It has been asserted in behalf of
the church colleges that they rgpresent the
denominations whose name they bear, I
ask your leave to present a few statisticé
which may serve as a test of the validity
of this claim. I take for this purpose the
graduates of 1883, the first year in which
university college ceased to use what her
opponents call the ‘‘unfair inducement” of
lower fees (and let me here express en
parenthese my surprise that no one has yet
shown, what is notoriously the fact, that
the competing colleges use the much more
“unfair,” nay, the dishonorable, induce-
ment of alower standard of examination,
as shown by their calendars and examina-
1 take the students at-
ténding the art courses in this current
academic year, 1853-84. | These figures
will therefore show what proportion of the
secular edncation of the various denomina-
tions each college is now doing.

I may add that close examination of the
religious returns of University college has
convinced me that the figures of any other
year would, on the whole, be just as fa-
vorable to her, if not more so.

(«) University college sent out, as B.
A.’s of the university of Toronto, in 1853,
29 presbyterians ; Queen’s, only 24 B.A.’s,
of whom an unknown proportion belonged
to other denominations. University col-
lege now has 150 presbyterian students in
arts ; Queen’s college, according to Princi-
pal Grant, 136 of all denominations. So
that the former is now educating more
presbyterians than Queen’s is students of
all denominations.

(b) Methodism is alleged by Dr. Suther-
land to be a ‘‘unit” in support of the
superior claims of Victoria college on that
body. Now, University college graduated
8 methodist B.A.’s in 1883, while Victoria
raduated 20 of all denominations; and
niversity college has this session 43
methodist students in arts taking the full
course, while Victoria has 80 of :lgl denom-
inations. No doubt on examination of
Victoria’s religious statistics it will be
found that there are not many more
methodist students in her halls than in our
own.
