ng the year 1887 the production of gold

Under the heading: MThe Canadian Mino­
taur" The Wall Street News says: The Cana­
dian Pacific is evidently determined ta tap the 
railway system of the United States at every 
point, either by building diroot lines or pur­
chasing those already in existence. It is an­
nounced that Sir George Stephen is going to 
resign the presidency and going to spend some 
time In Europe. This means the election 
of a younger and still more energetic 
president, who will devote his 
time in pushing the American lines, while Sir 
George Stephen, who retains his place in the 
directors, will look after the financial end and 
attend to the borrowing in Europe. The 
{ÿgfi J k a government enterprise,
backed by the Dominion and by Great Britain 
too. Its dividend is guaranteed, and with its 
enormous land grant it is only called upon to 
earn ordinary expenses. With this advantage 
it is in a position to sap the life blood out of 
American railway systems by doing business at 
any figure that it chooses, while American 
roads are prohibited from meeting its rates 
even though there would be a profit in so 
doing. It has already doubled up four 
American roads and is sharply competing with
