The Court of Appeal yesterday morning
delivered judgmentsin » sumber of cases,
of which the following are of general inter-
est:

Hager v. O'Neill—An appeal from the
judgment of the Chancery Divisional Court
sfficming, by division, the judgment of Mr.
Justice Street at the trial in favor of the
plaintiff, the action being on a mertgage
and the judgment being the usual one for
sale, possession and payment. The defend-
ant Clarke is the owner of the equity of re-
demption, having purchased from the
defendant O'Neill, the mortgagor. The
preperty in question is a houee in Albert-
street, in the eity of Toronto, for many
{nn a notorious house of prostitution. In

881 the piaintiff bought this house and
kept it as a house of prostitution for some
time. In 1888 she sold it to the defendant
O'Neill for $5000, with, the knowledge, as
the a ?elhnt contends, thav it was bought
by O’Neill for the same pu:igom. and the
defendant O'Neill gave to Hager the mort-
gage now in question for $4500 as part of
the purchase money. The appellant con-
tonds that the mortgage was given for an
illegal ideration, and ot be enfore-
ed. - The Court ot Appeal dismissed the
) | with costs. :

p?:‘ﬂle matter of the arbitration between

the city of Toronto and the Toronto Street

Railway Company, an appeal was made o

the Court of Appeal from the judgment of

Mr. Justice Robertson dismissing a motion

to bave the award set aside or referred

back to the arbitrators for reconsideration.

The court dismissed the appeal,Mr. Justice

Burton, however, dissenting in part and

holding that the company should have

been A?lowed for the roadbed.

Hiles v. the Township of Ellice, and
Crooks v. the Township of Eilice, was an
appeal by the defendants from the reports
of E‘M. Britton, Q.C., the referee under
the Drainage Trials Act, 1891, whereby l_xe
directed judgment to be entered for $270
and costs in the first case, and for $170 and
costs in the second case. The plaintiffs are
farmers in the township of Ellice, and
claimed damages for injuries to their lands
and crops by reason of the negligence of the
‘defendants in flooding their lands and not
providing a proper outlet ina certain drain,
and for the subsequent construction of an
outlet through the plaintifis’ lands. The

" court dismissed the appeals with costs.

This is the first appeal which has taken

place under the new Drainage Act.

‘Hollinger v. C.P.R. Co.—An appeal of
the defendants from the; decision of the
Queen’s Bench Divisional Court dismissing
a motion of the defendants to set aside the
verdict and judgment for the plaintiff for
$800 in anfaction for damages for negligence,
whereby the plamntiff was run over and in-
jured by an engine and tender when walk-
ing in Mill street in the town of Orange-
ville, and crossing defendants’ station. yard
at its intersection with Mill-street, where
eight tracks crossed the highway and trains
were continually shunting. The court be-
low held that where a railway company are
not able to comply with the terms of sec.
256 of the Railway Act, 51 Viec., ch. 29 (D),
as to ringing a bell or sounding a whistle at
Jeast 80 rods from the crossing, because
the - engine ~starts to cross within
that  distance, some other  kind
of precaution shouid be taken to
warn the public of danger, and where, as in
this case, the crossing is unusaally danger-
pus, it is incumbent upon them to use even

“greater and other precautions than those
required by the statute. The court below
also heid that an engine with tender, mov-
mg reversely, is “a train of cars” within
the meaiing of sec. 260, and someone
should be stationed on the tender to warn
persons crossing the track. The ecourt be-
low also held that the rule, “‘stop, look and
listen,” as applied by the Pennsylvania

Btate Courts to persons about to :cross a

railway track, is not in force here,and isnot

ene that should be adopted. A

The appeal was dismissed with costs.
