WILL BE DELIVERED AT OTTAWA
NEXT WEEK. *

With the Tariff as a Nominal Test—Guess-
ing the Date of the Elcctions—Ohariton
Desires the Age of Consent Ralsed-—
Nenlock After the Members Uharging
Mildage After Using Passes:

Orrawa, March 30.—The tariff debate
has reached a lull, and 4t will be from this
time on until D’Alton McCarthy chooses to
speak and place himself on record on the
question. Speeches that are now being
made are essentially stump speeches and in
no-way based upon the actual facts of the
tariff and how the various industries are
qﬁectad by it. Another week will likely

b wasted in this deluge of words and no
practical good come of it, because none of
the speakers seem to be concerned with the
discussion of the tariff on its merits in re-
‘gard to individual articles. All are
striving to ehow that  one side
or the other side has been guilty
of inconsistencies of some kind,
has been corrupt and has stolen a policy,
one from the other. "

As was said before, the real events of the
tariff will be discussed in committee, when
each article 1s passed on, and where the
views of the various induscries affected will
be presented by friends of these industries
and attacked by those who oppose them.
This will bring out vhe real issues con-
cerned.

Speculating as to the Date of the Elec.
tions, 3

Considerable speculation has taken place
as to the time of holdiog the next genersl
election. (Quite a number of Conservatives
are of the opinion that the tariff is practi-
cully a campaign document and that the
Cabinet will make it a pretext of going to
the country at the earliest possible date.
As far ns The World can see the election
cannot very well take place until the lists
have been revised and vhere 18 no likelihood
of the revision being completed in all the
counties before the end of the present year.
While it is possible to hold an election uny
time this summer on the old lists, it is not
at all likely that the election will be held
until after the revision, and if the revision
cannot take place until December another
session, probably a short one, early next
year would be held before an appeal to the
country.

But there ate a great many Conservatives
whao hold that there is no need for an
appeal to the country, that the revision
ought to be proceeded with deliberately,
and a full session of Parliament held in
1805, and some even go so far as to say
vhat a short session should be held in 1896,
and then the appeal to the country, It
would be quite constitutional to hold
» session in 1800, but all this is
mere speculation, and the public can choose
whichever of the above suggestions
seem to suit them best. In the meantime
they may be prepared for another week of
stump speaking on the tariff by members
on both sides of the House who wish to
air their views and who huve no desire to
discuss the tariff in detail,

Vinegar Men Sour on the Changed Tariff,

Repr to be made to
the Government by various industries in
regard to the working of the new measure,
which most of them hold is either too sweep-
ing or in some other way prejudicial to
their welfare,

The vinegar men were here to-day gn
force to protest against the doubling of the
excise duty on vinegar, and it is likely that
Mr. Wooed, the Controller of Inland
Revenne, will recommend a modification of
the proposed advance. What the vinager
men say in effect is, that if the excise
duty is increased, and they take .it
that the object of the increase is to enlarge
the revenue of the country, that
it will not have that effect, but a contrary
one, and simply bring about-decreased con-
sumption of the article in question, One of
the difficulties of the situation is the fact
that the Government must, if they cut
down the taxation; look for other sources of
revenue, and they find®that chey have a
very limited field in which to search for it,

Demand for Reduced Postage,

There is a pressing’ demand for reduced
postags and-for the establishing of rates
in regard to books and the liky*n Canada,
the same as they have in the United States,
and, while the Postmaster-General is very
anxious to make these concesssons and to
increase the postal facilities, he is blocked
by the fact that the Finance Minister is un-
able to provide the funds necessary to carry
out these improvements.

A lot of the members leave to-night for
their homes, and will no doubt be waited

/ on to-morrow by the manufacturers affected
by the proposed tariff changes.

To Amend the Oriminal Code,

In the House this afternoon Mr. Charlton
introduced his bill to amend the clauses of
the Criminal Code relating to seduction and

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TENDERS FOR -SCHOOL SUPPLIES.

The Committes Adopt a Decision Which
the Contractors May FPossibly
- Not Approve.

The rdconsideration of the tenders for
school supplies formed the business for the
School Board Supply Committee yesterday
afternoon. Trustees McDonell, Baird,
Kerr, Hambly, Whiteside and Chairman
Clarke were present. The contracts will be
awarded to those firms quoting the lowest
figures for each separate item, and where
two or more firms are equal in any certain
item the contract for said item will be
divided amqng such tirms, This means
that Gage & o, will receive the lion’s share,
as their tendisrs were lowest in the greatest
number of items. Some trouble may arise
from this mode of division, as the interested
firms have offered some articles below cost,
doing so under the impression that the
tenders were to be given en bloc for the
goods undér which head these articles fall.
A communication was received from Gage
& Co. calling the attention of the committee
to this fact and intimating that it would be
unjust to ask a firm to supply certain goods
below cost provided they were not awarded
the tenders for those items on which they
would havea margin. What the result will
be remains to be seen.

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THE Y.M.CA IS IN A HOLE

AND THE SECRETARY 18 FORCED TO
RESIGN.HIS OFFICE.

President McLaren Says thre Whole Trouble
WWas Due to Unwise lnvestmens in
Propérty and the Establishment of
Branches, Which Had to jBe Cloped
Owing to Lack of Funds,

The Young Men’s Christian Association
of Toronto is in financial straits. For the
past month President J. J. Maclaren has
been hustling round with a subscription
book .and endeavoring to secure enough
money to put the Association on its feet.

Nenrly $8,000 has been secured, but as &
result of some of these subscriptions, it is
said, William MeCullough, for nine years
seoretary of the Associatior, has haunded in
his resignation, The resignation was ac-
cepted and already bis successor has been
decided upon,

For some time past there has been
great dissatisfaction among the members of
vhe association, A year ago & petition
signed by 200 young men was presented to
ehe directors asking for tne removal of the
secretary, The proposal was voted down
and since then the affairs of the association
have been becoming very much muddled,
The Spadina and branch and the  Little
York branches were coinpelled to close up
because of lack of funds.

Mr, Klias Rogers, for many years a friend
of the association, had a bill for coal which
ran into the thousands. Put off for a time
by promises he finally brought suit. He
has a judgment, but would be pleased to
exchange it for cash,

What the President Sgys,

President. MacLaren, when seen by a
World reporter, admitted that the associa-
tion was in a very bad way. He hoped
that with tho help of all its friends it would
be pulled out of the hole, He had been
working for some time endeavoring to se-
cure subscriptions from men interested
in the work and with fair success.

“What is the reason of the financial em-
barassment ?”

“The association, like many private indi-
viduals; was over confident during the boom
times and invested largely in property.
Real estate was purchused in the West
Eod and expensive branches started. For
a timeall went well but latterly thebranches
have not been paying. The money
received at the central branch was diverted
to pay the claims of the outside branches.
This courge could not be kept up and it was
decided to close the Western and Little
York Asscciations,r I hope now that the
danger is over and thav everything will
come out all right,”

“Has Mr. Culloch’s resignation had any-
thing to do with the trouble?”

“] cannot say. I think Mr, McCulloch’s
resignation has been handed in because ot
other reasons. It is not & matter that I
care to discuss. It is certain, however,that
the greatest harmony now prevails among
the divectors.

The Resignation Asked For,

A gentleman who is well acquainted with
the work of the Y.M.C.A. and who has
donated much money to the cause said:

“‘Tbe reason that Mr, McCulloch has re-
signed is that under his rule the association
bas not prospered. While there are mno
specific * charges made  sgainst  the
secretary, it is claimed that his
managemen has mnot been & success,
Members have been dropping out, influen-
tial friends have cut loose und things gener-
ally have gone wrong. Mr. McCulloch is
not popular, olgecmlly among; the $oung
men, and there has been much dissatisfac-
tion, - His resignation was handed in, but
that was only a-graceful way of allowing
Mr. McCulloch to get out.”

Mr. McCulloch’s resignation handed in
some time ago read:

Feb, 20, 1804,
J. J. MeLaren, Esq., President Y,M.C.A.,

In view of the financial condition of the
association I feel that it will not be to my
advautage to remain much longer as general
secretary, and I, thereforg, tender to the
board of directors my risignation fo fake
effect June 1. This will give ample time to
close the business of this year and to secure
another executive officer, so that tho associa-
tion may not suffer. Yours very truly,

(Sgad) Wy, McCULLOCH,
Mr. MoCalloch's Version,

Mr. McCulloch said last night that he
left because of financial reasons. ‘I had
something better in view,” he said, *‘and in
that case when a proposition is made to re-
duce & man’s salary he is likely to resign.
That was my case.”

No Conspiracy, Says Mr, Rogers,

Mr. Elias Rogers denfed that there had
been any friction among the members of
the Board of Trustees, to which he belongs,
and said that he knew nothing of any con-
spiracy to oust Mr. McCulloch.

I was not present when Mr, MeCuiloch’s
recognition was received, but understood
that the board was unpanimous in
accepting it,” said Mr, Rogers to a World
reporter yesterday, *lIlis successor has
been discussed by the direcoors atd they
have agreed upon a man, who, if he can be
obtained, will do good work for the associa-
tion, I do not care to say who the gentle-
man is.”

THE MACWHERRELL APPEAL

THE CONVIOTED MURDERER BLOS-
SOMS OUT AS A POET,

Mr, Robinetste Serves Notics of Appeal
on the Attorney-General-MacWher-
rell 1ids His Friends Good-Bye
Through The World—Many Subsocrip-
tions Sent to His Couusel,

For the first time in the history of a con-
vieted murderer in Canads an appeal is to
be taken against the finding of the jury.
The new criminal code provides that notice
of appeal must be served within 14 days of
conviction. Yesterday Mr. L. C, Robinetts,
counsel for MacWherrell, convicted of the

4 murder of James Williams and his wife in

the Middle-road, Township of Toronto,
served notice on the Attorney-General that
he intended to carry the case to-the Court
of Appeal,

The court is now in session. Mr. Nelson
Butcher, the stenographer at the trial, ex-
pects to have his notes transcribed by
Thursday next. When this work is com-
pleted the full court will, upon motion,
read over vhe evidence und the judge’s
charge and render their decision. The
grounds of appeal have not as yet been
made public.

LoxpoN, March 30.—In the House of
Commons to-day Bir James Whitehead
called attention to the statement alleged to
have bsen’made by the King of Denmark,
that he knew that Russin, Austris and
Italy were willing to considerably reduce
their military establishments and asked if
the Governmens would co-operate in such &
stop.

Sir William Harcourt said the Govern<
ment would take advantage of every op-
portunity to encourage. the reduction of
the armaments of the powers, including
Great Britain, but it would be impossible
to take any action in the matter at the pre-
sent time,

Destruction of Derelicts.

Mr. Jobn:C, Macdona asked what were
the intentions of the Government in regard
to the petition of 900 shipmasters, repre-
senting 31,000 seamen, which had been pre-
sented to Lord Rosebery on March 16,
praying for immediate concerted action ou
the part of the United States and Great
Britain to the end of destroying derelicts in
the Atlantic,

Mr. A. J. Mundella, President of the
Board of Trade, said it had been decided to
appoint a committee upon which the Ad-
miralty and the Board of Trade are to be
represented and to this body the matter
would be presented for consideration. The
contents of the petition and the correspond-
ence on the subject between the Foreign
Office and the Ubpited States Government
would form the principal part of the matter
upon which the committee would be charg-
ed to report,

COlauses of the Behrifig Sea Mill,

Sir Charles Russell’s bill for the ratificas
tion of the decision of the Behring Sea tri-
bunal provides that- any violation of the
terms of the award is punishable, and
authorizes British warships to seize British
vessels ep{;ngod in violation of the award.
The bill also empowers Her Majesty the
Queen-in-council to authorize certain named
officers 1n the United States navy equally
to seize British ships found violating the
award,

In the American bill & similar_ provision
will be included,empowering British officers
toseize American vessels, The bill also
fixes the time of closing the fisheries,
specifies the protective ares, prescribes the
authorized modes of ocapture and gives the
rule by which the system of licenses is to
be worked. :

Secretary Herbert was directed by
the President to assemble all the fleet he
possibly could in Pacific waters, and im-
mediately after the Cabinet meeting secrot
orders were issued to the proper oflicers
for the gathering of » floet to escort the far
seal herd through the Northern Pacifio into
Behring Sea, beginning with May 1, when
the open season closes. 'I'he Becretary al-
ready has 12 vessels at his disposal for this
worlk, and it is said that vne or two more,
possibly an ‘armed cruiser, may be assigned
to this work.
