RECIPROCITY IN COAL.

The Senate Finance Committee Refers the
Pop-Gun RBills Back Amended
*‘ Out of Sight.”

Washington, Aug. 20.—Senator Harris
(Dem., Tenn.), the acting chairman of
the Finance Committee, carried out to-
day the promise which e made to the
Sgnnte last week, that the.four House
bills to place on the free list sugar, coal,
iron ore and barbed wire, would be re-
ported back fromn the committee if they
werg referred to it. They were all re-
ported back, all but one in forms
very different from those in which the
House had passed them,

The Free Sugar bill no longer provides
for free sugar, but for an ad valorem
duty of 40 per cent. on all sugars, and
for a specific duty bf two cents a gallon
on molasses testing above 40 and not
above 56 degrees, and of four ceuts on
molasses above 56 degrees, omitting all
reference to differentials. The Free Coal
bill came back with a provision for a
duty on all coal imported from countries
that levied an import duty on American
coal. The Free Iron Ore bill was the
only one that came back in its original
shape. As to the Barbed Wire bill the
exposure of blundering on the part of
the House was amazing. It appears that
the House of Representatives in its pre-
cipitancy had not, as it had intended to
do, placed barbed wire on the free list
at all, but had, on the contrary, made
the materials out of which it was manu-
factured free, thus giving all the benefits
of the legislation to the manufacturers
of barbed wire and none of them to the
farmers of the United States. The bill
was therefore reported back withi a sub-
stitute, placing ou the free list barbed
fence wire and wire rods of iron or steel
for its manufacture. All the bills were
placed on the calendar.

In explanation of the hasty adjourn-
ment of the Senate to-day Mr. Aldrich
and. Mr. Chandler afterwards said they
had learned that there were half a dozen
Demoerats who had prepared speeches,
which it was the intention to have
circulated by the Democratic Campaign
Committee in the Congressional cam-
paign. These speeches had been prepar-
ed without notice to the Republicans, so
that they might reply, and inasmuch as
the Democrats had been given every .op-
portunity to speak during the long de-
bate and had declined, the Republicans
were unwilling to permit the Democrats
to go into the matter and reopen the
whole tarifli debate, presenting the situ-
ation as they viewed it in the light of
recent events, Both Mr. Chandler and
Mr. Aldrich declared that the Republi-
cans would not permit these speeches to
be made. They said there was no quorum
in the city, and, as the Senate had de-
clared that it was impracticable to have
any more contested legislation at this

THR BENWRING SikA DAMAGRES,
The US. Senate Refuses to Pass a Bill
Authorizing Their Payment,
Washington, Aug. 20.—Secretary Gres-
ham this afternoon spent some time on
the floor of the Senate before adjourn-
ment talking with Senators., His argzu-
ments were chiefly addressed to Republi-
cans. The object of Secretary Gresham's
visit had relation to the damages found
against the United States in the Paris
award of arbitration jin the Behring Sca
case, These findings related to 19 Brit-
ish sealin® vessels scized or warned by
United States revenue cutiers between the
vears 1886 and 1890, at distances from
land ranging from 50 to 1156 miles. The
tribunal found that the United States
was responsible for damages in each of |
these cases except in the case of the|
Pathfinder, .and under the terms of the
treaty the amount of damages was left
to turther negotiations. These negotia-
tions have been had. between Secretary
Gresham and fir Julian Pauncefote, the
British Ambassador, and an amount of
damages has been agreed upon amount-
ing to between five and six hundred
thousand dollars, Mr. Gresham’s visit to-
day was t ‘appeal to the Senate to per-
mit a bill anthorizing the payment of

this award tg pass.
