STRIKERS ATTAGKED BY POLIE

Lively Times in Brooklyn in Attempts to
Ran Mail Trolleys—The Police at
One Point Overpowered.

Brooklyn, N.Y., Jan. 15.—The first move
the Brooklyn strikers made this morning |
was to take steps to stop the tendency
on the part of men to use violence to
prevent the running of .cars. As a re-
sult the maijl cars were making regular
trips. this morning, without the
inconvenience.

At the office of the Brooklyn Heights
Railroad Company there was a crowd of
nearly 2000 men on hand early, in nn-i
swer to advertisements for motormen |
and conductors that had been inserted |
in New Jersey and Boston papers. The
officials of the company elaimed that
by nightfall they would have 6000 men
‘hired, sufficient to supply the places of
all the strikers.

Sticks, Stones and Iron Let Fly.

The first car on the Fifth-avenue line
was started from 24th-street stationat
1.40. At that! time the .avenue was
packed, As soon as the car (left the
station it was attacked by the mob,
who threw sticks and stones, but were
soon djspersed by the police. The Text
car way started at 2 o’clock., That was
attacked also.' Ome woman standing be-
side the car station threw @ stone
through the car and was arrested. The
car proceeded on its way a short dis-
tance and then came to 'a standstill, and
?lticks, stomes and bits of iron began to

Inspector Mackellar ordered the mount-
ed police to charge on the erowd, and
they promptly gave iway before the
horses. A third car and a fourth were
started out later, each accompanied by
a squad of mounted police. There was
no further molestakjon. i

Police Overpowered.

Shortly before 8 o’clock 1000 persons
under the lead of strikers overpowered
the police who had manned a mail ear
of the Atlantic-avenue Company at
Union-atreet @and Fifth-avenue. The
police had to apply for help, and four
loads of policemen were sent to their
rescue, :

About. 2 o’clock 3000 persons crowded
the Prospect Park plaza and declared no
car should pass. A’ mail car came along
and the strikers stopped it. Policeman
Hotchkins, who wap on the car, sent to
headquarters for help. A squad of polici-
men were #ent $o the spot to dispegtse
the strikers. The presidents of all the
roads affected by the strike have noti-
fied Majyor Schieren 'that they will have
their cars running on schedule time by
Wednesdaiy.

Run Cars or Forfeit the Charter.

“l have the right,” the Mayor said,
‘“‘to’' compel them to rum their cars or to
forfeit their charters. I have taken no
stey ip either direction as yet, for the
reagon that nobody has complained to
me because tlio cars are not running. If
the cars are not running by Wednesday
I may take action whether complaint is
made to me or not.” President Morton
of the Atlantic -avenua line refused to-
day to appear before tie Board of Arbi-
tration or to motice the board at all,
and & subpoena was issued for his ap-
‘pearance.

FLOODS IN BRITISH COLUMBIA,

Serious Damage ‘to Property, But No
Lives Lost.

Vancouver, B.C., Jan. 16.—High tides
with the assistance of heavy rains and
the gale which was blowing Sunday
did considerable damage along the beach
of English Bay. The bathing sheds were
undermined and the summer houses along
the beach have suffered severély, one
small cottage having been washed away
altogether, with all its contents.

Several warehouses on Falls Creek have
been flooded, and Hasting’s mill has been
shut down inconsequence of the water
flooding the engine room.

At Lulu Island a dyke is brokem in
several places and the roads are flooded
for several miles, The planking has been
washed out, culverts and bridges washed
away. As fai as could be learned mo
stock or cattle were lost, but the lower

On Sea Island the water rose higher
than the dyke, and a large portion of
that island was flooded, and boats and
rafts had to be used at high water to
get about. The municipalities will be
the heaviest losers, and [comsiderable
damage was dome to roads. The water
is now steadily falling and no further
damage is anticipated.

The reports that orders have al-
ready been given contemplating a gen-
eral system of elementary education
the enlargement of the powers of lo al
gelf-government vested in the Zemstvos
or provincial assemblies, and the devel-
opment of the local representative sys-
tem into & national parliament, must be
received with reserve, These are too
great changes—especially the latter,
which involves the vital question of ab-
solutism—to be undertaken without full
premeditation, and it would be extraor-
dinary if a young monarch suddenly
thrust into the azzlinF rulership of
more than a hundred millions of people
should venture upon such radical re-
forms. But the steps which are sure
and known, the acts of grace attending
his accession, the modification of pro-
scriptive measures, the recall of opgres-
sive Governors—all are hopeful indica-
tions.
