Mr. Stansell. In opening his address, 
told his audience that he did not pro­
pose listing hiss faults for their persual 
for there werc'others ’n the riding at 
the present time who arc underaking to 
dd that. The farmer and laborer, said 
the speaker, had many things in com­
mon and both had every right to organ­
ize hut when It comes to forming a new 
political party and thereby introducing 
group government the farmers had 
made a grave mistake.
FOURTH CANDIDATE?

Referring to the East Elgin campaign 
the speaker declared he had been in­
formed that a fourth candidate may 
at any time enter the field, 
r "The fight is interesting enough now 
for a beginner like myselt," he said, 
•’hut what would it be with four candi­
dates. Our two opponents at the pres­
ent time Were political bedfellows until 
they entered the field through finding 
it impossible to agree.'’

Mr. Stansell drew attention to the mud 
slinging of his opponents. He had made 
a promise on nomination day that he 
would not indulge in such tatics. but 
he feared that he might have to criti­
cize some of the statements made by 
his opponents.

‘•Remember, however, that mud-sling­
ing never did appeal to me end I think 
no less of either of my opixments per- 
sonaly,” declared the speaker. Mr. 
Stansell sc'.d that the farmers in enter­
ing no'itics had made of a first-class 
organization a mere temporary affair, 
when it might have been a permanent 
one. They have set an example to 
other organizations to place represen­
tatives in the field and have laid the 
foundation for group government In 
which each party would be legislating 
for Its owne 'interests.

The reason for there having been no 
Class legislation in tim Ontario Farm­
ers' Government up to the present, sahl 
Mr. Stansell. was because" the farmers 
did ncit have a sufficient majority.

"A family divided does not make for 
the well-being of Its members, and we 
a# Canadians are nothing more than a 
huge family. If we stand united we 
Hha'l undoubtedly succeed, but where 
will we he if we are divided among 
ourselves ?" asked the speaker.

Mr. Stansell drew attention to the 
outrageous charges regarding corrupt 
t radioes in Colchester, made by Mr. 
Burnaby,

"This man.” he said, “is the head of 
the Farmers" party, but he is not a 
farmer, as those who have worked hard 
in East Klein. We were not able to 
<ngage in the real estate business and 
make our money before going on the 
farm.

Regarding the recent, statement of W. 
G. Charlton that Premier Meighen had 
shown impertinence in coming to East 
Elgin to state the issues of the by- 
e'.ection. Mr. Ktansell stated that It was |

the latest revenue figures indicated 
that out of a total of $220,000,000 only 
$200.000 had been spent on agriculture 
or slightly under one per cent., where­
as enormous sums of the public money 
were spent in ways that wen1 wholly 
unproductive. No country* can attain 
to greatness where the bail-bone of its 
prosperity receives such unfair treat­
ment.

He cited the circumstance that theie 
ivere in Canada at present 194 armories 

halls owned by the Govern­
ment, which were being maintained 
even in time of peace at great ex­
pense, and but 25 experimental farms. 
In the Province of Ontario alone, Vu 
said, there were two experimental 
farms and 107 drill halls and armories. 
The Government is spending this year 
over $22.500.000 for military and naval 
defense and police, in addition to 
$175,000.000 on other military expendi­
tures occasioned by the war in tin- 
nature of appropriations ( for soldiers' 
land settlement, soldiers' re-establish­
ment, pensions and demobi izat;on. 
For the latter item alone $39,000,000 
had been voted.

Mr. King took no exception to any 
expenditure being made on account of 
a returned soldier, but stated that apart 
from necessary outlays in this connec­
tion the country should turn its at­
tention primarily to the fostering of 
production rather than to matters that 
were wholly unproductive in their na­
ture.

At the present time only one-tenth of 
the available land of our country is 
under cultivation, he said. The duty 
of the Government at this hour is tr 
make the other nine-tenths of Canada's 
lands yield food for the population 
within and the peoples without, and tr 
help lift the load from the shoulders oi 
workingmen, their wives and children 
by lowering living costs, continued Mr 
King.

"We need more acres under crop 
more orchards, more herds, more swine 
more silos and fewer skyscrapers.”

NEW YORK. Oct. 28. — (Canadian 
Press Dispatch.)—The sinking of the 
Lusitania was dragged into the Lnited 
States po itical campaign to-night when 
Dudley Field Malone. Labor-Farmer 
candidate for governor of New York, 
and former collector of the Port of Ne\. 
York, discussed federal issues.

He declared that when the Lusitania 
was sunk by a German submarine she 
rarried a consignment of 4.200 cases o: 
cartridges for the British Government, 
containing a total of nearly' 11 tons 
of black powder.

As collector of the Port of New York 
it the time, the candidate said, he knew 
ill about the cargo of the Lusitania 
and made a report on the subject to 
the United gtates state department.

While the presidential candidates of 
the two major parties campaigned to­
night in the Middle West, Senator 
Harding speaking at Akron, Ohio, and 
Governor Cox at Indianapolis, Ind ana. 
Governor Coolidge. of Massachusetts, 
Republican vice-presidential nominee, 
spoke in New York, and Franklin D. 
'.xooseve t, his Democratic opponent, in- 
Paterson, N. J.

Governor Coolidge declared that 
under a Republican admin'stsration the 
United States “will continue to con­
tribute its full power to the building 
of civilization.” 1

The United States, he added, how­
ever, would not tolerate any super-1 
government and the “nation will never | 
humiliate itself by leaving the deter­
mination of its duties to any other 
jurisdiction.”

In his speech at Paterson Mr. Roose­
velt said the United States "could no 
longer draw a Chinese wall about itself 
and tell the other nations of the world 
to go to the devil. He asserted that a 
vote for Cox was a vote to go into the 
League of Nations with every United 
States right safeguarded, while a vote 
for Harding was to remain outside in 
a Position of isolation. Future pros­
perity in the republic, he said, was de­
pendent on joining the league because 
the economic problems of the United 
States were inseparably linked with 
those of the old world.
HARDING AGAIN.

AKRON, Ohio, Oct. 28.—"We are 
never going to have anything to do 
with a league with an article ten in it,” 
said Senator Harding, Republican pres­
idential candidate', addressing a large 
audience here to-night.

To demonstrate the wisdom of the 
Republican treaty reservations, he 
cited the president’s proposal for a 

: aiuUtie over Armenia, alleging that, 
tltliough sympathizing deeply with that 
ountry. the United States could not 

afford to send a large army there "after 
Groat Britain and France had taken all 
tiie desirable territory bordeiing on -\r- 
menia, leaving to Uncle same the starv­
ing and oppressed people of Armenia.”
