The Rev. Talmage, 1n an address in the
Tabernacle Inst night, described a visit he
paid to the White House last spring, when
he saw President Garfield., ¢¢A{ times.”’
he said, ¢ I am almost sickened, body and
mind and soul, that that man of such
splendid physique should be lacerated first
by the bullet, then necessarily at the de-
mand of surgical skill, till nothing but the
call of the Archangel can demand tbat
robust frame ; that a man all right shounld
be put out of the world by a man all wrong
(applause) ; that & brave women should
be made a widow, that an old mother
should lose her favorite son, and the
nation orphaned, all because a brainless
fool could not get & foreign consulship.
On the principle that all men, however
bad, ought to be prayed for, I have tried
for eight Sundays to get myself up to
pray for that wretch, but I can’t do it.
(Applause.) Perhaps before the day of
his hanging I may grow in grace enough
to pray for him, but notil then I must
leave it to the old ministers who have got
80 good that they can do anything.”

An Assessin’s Punishment,

In reading the ¢ Life of Voltaire,”
by James Parton, said a correspondent,
I oame across a description of the pun-
jshment of a man who attempted to
take the life of Louis XV, of France. I
beg leave to present the following ab-
ridgement of the account given by the
author. On the 5th of January, 1758,
as King Louis XV. was entering his
oarriage at Versailles, a stout young
man pushed through the Swiss guards
and stabbed the king with a pocket-
knife. The wound was slight, but all
Frante was convulsed. The assassin |
was Pierre Damiens, a fanatical Sun-
senist, a poor lunatic without accomw
plices, plan or rational motive.

From the hour of his arrest to the
moment of his death, a period of two
months and twenty-three days, he was
in torture whenever he was awake, so
cruelly was he bound, chained and
confined. When at last the day of
execution came he was taken to the
torture chamber and subjected to the
greatest. amount of anguish ' which the
buman frame is able of enduring, sur.
geons standing by to give timely re-
storatives from insensibility.

Then he was driven by a cireuitous
route through the streets of Paris to
the place of execution. This took an
hour and a half. Awnother half hour he

#was kept waiting in full view of the
preparations, the apparatus not being
ready. Then, in view of the assembled
multitude, many -of whom were wo-
men, he was placed on a lofty platform,
and the hellish work began. First, his
right hand was burned off; next, mas.
ses of flesh were torn from him by reds
hot pincers and melted lead and rosin
poured into the jwounds: lastly, a
strong horse was attached to each of
his four limbs and an attempt was
made to tear him in pieces.

After a considerable period it was
found impossible to do this, and a mes.
sage was sent for permission to out the
muscles of the joints. It was refused,
and again an attempt was made to tear
the limbs apart, but without success.
A second time word was sent that the
@orse could not tear the dying wretch
asunder, Permission was then given,
and the muscles were severed, but not |

The Late Jacob V. Troop.

Jacob V. Troop was in the 73rd of his
age at the time of his death. He was born
at Upper Granvillé, N 8., where he carri-
ed on the business of a general trader for
several years. About forty years ago he
removed to St. John, and opened a fiour
and geueral provision store on the North
Market wharf. His first ventare in ship-
ping was in the schr. ‘¢ Kate,’ a vessel of
60 tons burthen.  For years. Mr. Troop
kept adding to his fleet of small vessels,
which were used mainly in the West In.
dies busipess.  Gradually as the freight
market there becamo unprofitable, Mr.
Troop transferred his operations to vessels
of a larger class. The véssels that he was
interested in after that period were mainly
built in shipyards established by himself,
with Mr. Young in Nova Scotia, and with
Mr.Jobn 8. Parker, Tynemouth Creek;
where he has been continually building.
During the time that our people were
building bacmatac vessels and selling
them, Mr. Troop was building spruce ships
and ranning them,and his success was
mainly due to this policy. His course was
& progressive one and the standard of ves-
sel that he sought to establish bas been
the fore-runner of the - splendid class of
vessels, which now represent New Bruns-
wick, and St. John especially, on every
ocean, It was to the enlarged ideas of
| Mr. Troop, assisted by his son, Mr. How-
Iard D. Troop, that the character and outfit
of our spruce vessels reached their present
bigh stage of perfection, and there is pro-
bably no other shipowner to day, eitheron
this or the other side of the water, who
possesses a fleet 8o thoroughly outfitted
and so well able in every respect todo
their work as that owned by the firm of
Troop & Son, Their fleet consists of 19
vessels, as follows : ¢ Rock Terrace,’ 1,769
tons ; ¢ Minister of Marine,’ 1,682 tons;

his attention to shipping. Mr. Troop
mainly confined himself to his own busi-
ness in the management of vessels, and
was seldom heard of as engaged in any
outside speculations or enterprises. He
took a great interest in the Confederation
contest, and at considerable inconvenience
to himself and with considerable reluct.
ance, accepted a nomination to the Assem-
bly for the city of St, John and was return-
ed at the election in 1866. Mr. Troop sat
in the House until its dissolution by Gov-
ernor Gordon,

The complaint which caused his death
commenced fo show itself actively about
eight years ago, and in spite of the best
medical skill, both in England and the
United States, as well as in Canada, kept
steadily encroaching on his vitality. An
accident which Mr. Troop met with, by
falling into the hold of one of his vessels
recently, no doubt went far to complicate
his disorders and weaken a physique other-
wise very strong.

Mr. Troop wasa regular attendant of
Centenary Methodist Church, in whose
temporalites he took a very active part,
and his warm interest in the church was
always evidenced by the liberality which
he extended to it. He leaves behind him,
in addition to a host of sorrowing friends
and relatives, 8 widow and five children—
Howard D. Troop, of the firm of Troop &
Son ; Josephine, wife of A. Chipman
Smith,' Esq.; Lizzie, wife of Chas. Mc-
Lauchlan, Jr., Esq.; Miss Aunnie Troop,
and Jacob V. Troop, Jr. In the Centenary
Church, yesterday morning, Rev. D.D.
Currie preached from the text, 2nd Corin-
thians, IU. 16: ¢ For which cause we faint
not, but though our outward man perish,
yet the inward man is renewed day by day.’
Mr. Currie, in the course of his remarks,
referred to the death of Mr. Troop, speak-
ing highly of his life and character as a
business man and Christian, and deploring
the great loss which the church would ex-
perience by his death.—St. Jokn Snn, Oct.

Bcumenical Methodist Council.

This gathering of 400 delegates from the
different sections of Methodism closed its
session in London on the 19th ult, Its
proceedings attracted frequent.attention
from the daily press of the Metropolis.
The following is a notice of the Council
from the Daily Chronicle :

Never before hias such a conference been
held. Not merely the Methodist Churches
of Amecrica, Africa and Australia, but all
the offslioots of the'original Methodist body
in this country will be represented in this
Ecumenical Conference. It is a felicitous
circumstance that on the event of such an
unprecedented gathering in the British
metropolis, the Lord Mayor of London
should happen to be a ' Wesleyan and the
son of a Wesleyan minister; Equally
singular in the fact that the Lady Mayor-
ess is the daughter of a Wesleyan minister ;
80 that in the civic palace the members of
the Conference will bé certain to receive a
cordial welcome, It is less than a century
and a-half since the Methodist Society was
founded, and its adherents are numbered
by millions. Indeed, a late President of
the Wesleyan Conference quoted statistics
to prove that the adherents of Methodism
throughout the world outnumber those of
the Anglican Church. This wonderous
systewn is, as we have shown, of compara-
tively present growth, and there is no sign
of lessened vitality. On the contrary, its
numbers continue to increase, and it man-~
fully upholds the doctrines of pure ortho-
doxy. In London and in all the great
towns of England the maguificent chapels
of the Methodists testify to the vigor of
their religious life ; while in Awmerica
Methodism is the dominant - form
of religious life ; The system
which thus exercises so potent an
influence on the religious life of the world
furnishes proof of Macaulay's assertion
that John Wesley « possessed a genius for
government not inferior to that of Riche~
lieu,”’ for the founder of the society laid
down the lines upon which it rests to this
day, and upon which it will continue to
rest,

In the doctrines of the Methodists there
is little which is different from those of.
the Church of England ; and even the
liturgy of the church is used as the form
of worship in many of the Methodist cha-
pels. Tt is scarcely surprising that, under
these circumstances, many eminent
churchmen should dream of reconciliation ;
but we think such hopes are not destined
to be realized. Every year, in fact, ren-
ders it more difficult for the Wesleyans to
g0 back to the charch. We do not think
any advantage would be gained to the
caure of religion by such ‘& fusion. The
Methodists have done much to revivify
the church, and have won notable tri-
umphs in the work of evangelization. If
all the clergy of the Established Church
would display a fraternal spirit toward the
Wesleyans, reccgnizing them as earnest
workers in the'same ficld, the cause .of
religion would be advanced. We believe
that the spirit of intolerance is gradusally
dying out, but that it still' exists is unfor-
tunately but too patent. It is better that
the spirit displayed by the Bishop of
Liverpool at the recent meeting of the
Wesleyan Counference should prevail than
that which found expression in the Bishop
of Lincolr’s refusal to designate a Wesley-
an minister ¢ Reverend.” In connection
with the Ecumenical Conference, the com-
mittee of the Religious Tract Society
entertained & considerable - number “of
Wesleyan ministers and laymen at break-
fast on Tuesday in Exeter Hall." Is it too
much to expect that the Established
Church should frankly recognize its co-
workers in the cause of religion by liKe-
wise extending to the Conference a fra-
ternal greeting ? The work done by the
Methodists is recognized by the highest in
the land. Not many months ago the
Duchess of Connaught opened a bazaar in
aid of this work in the Army and Navy;
and the Duke himself has borne "willng
testimony to'the value of the labors which
the Wesloyan ministers perform among
our soldiers. In many ways and by vari-
ous means the cause of religion may be
advanced ; and the Methodist Ecumenical
Conference will indicate how all the Chris-
tian churches may labor in the interests
of humanity.

Dear Sir,~The readers of the MoniTog,
are already aware that the Steamer
« Secret” left Annapolis for Boston on
Thursday last. It being her first trip
from Annapolis, I thought a few notes
from me would not be out of place.
