Mr. J. P. Wiser arrived home from 

Texas on Wednesday evening, and he 
gives us a few of the particulars con­
cerning the mammoth cattle enters 
prise which he and some other Cana» 
dian and American gentlemen are 
engaged in the Texas Pan Handle. The 
latest purchase includes a ranche of 
18,000 head of cattle and 500 horses 
and mules. This adjoins the ranche 
purchased some months ago, and the 
two ranches have been united, and 
cover a territory of 120 miles in length 
and ranging frqm 30 to 40 miles in 
width, the two embracing 2.304,000 
acres, capable of feeding 60,000 cattle. 
On the united ranche are now 29,500 
head of cattle and 527 horses and 
mules. In addition to these there 
have been branded already this season 
over 3,000 calves, and the company will 
yet brand 4,000 more. The ranche is 
probably the largest in the world, and 
the capital invested amounts to $700,- 
000. In addition to this Mr. Wiser is 
interested in one or two other ranches 
which are pretty extensive affairs. Mr. 
Wiser tells us that there is now being 
constructed the longest fence in the 
world, stretching from the Indian 
territory completely across to Texas 
Pan Handle, a distance of 200 miles, 
thirty miles of which is now being 
built by the Dominion Cattle Company, 
The fence is constructed of wire, and is 
one of the greatest undertakings of the 
kind ever attempted.

A correspondent of the Rural New 
Yorker shows the practical value of a 
free use of fertilizers in the following 
account of how he made a poor farm 
rich.

My farm was so poor that it would 
not support one family and keep fif­
teen cows. To-day it produces enough 
enough to keep thirty cows, four horses 
and ten hogs, besides a large family. 
It also contains fifteen acres 
of bops. Here is the way by which this 
improvement was made :

First, 1 cleared off the stones from 
one lot of about fifteen acres, which 
was ploughed in the spring and manu 
red with barnyard manure. This was 
done until seventy five acres were 
cleared, and in producing order. For 
the last two years I have cleared up 
twenty-five acres more, making one 
hundred acres in all. These one bun 
dred acres are manured with barnyard 
manure, muck, salt and lime, mixed as 
follows : one hundred loads of muck, 
fifty loads of barnyard manure, ten 
loads of lime and two tons of salt. The 
muck and the manure should be well 
rotted before being mixed with salt 
and lime. Firming pays if farmers 
will take care of their farms and ma­
nure them ; it costs hut a little more 
to raise a good crop than a poor one.

Reseeding Grass Lands.—A corres 

pondent of the New England Farmer 
writes that4 many old fields are of late 
years being reseeded by turning over 
after haying, harrowing down and hav­
ing some fertilizer, either barnyard, 
compost or chemical, applied to their 
surface and worked in, and a liberal 
seeding of grass seed.’ And he might 
have added that many fields are re 
seeded by merely harrowing the stub» 
ble immediately after the hay has been 
taken off, doing the work very 
thoroughly with a sharp toothed har­
row, and then Rowing the seeds for 
grass, harrowing lightly to cover them 
and following with a roller to make all 
smooth. A top dressing of manure 
will help wonderfully. In this way the 
grass roots that are yet in the land are 
saved, as but a part will be destroyed 
m harrowing. Mr. Geddea mentions 
that this spring he has sown on a piece 
of land that was mowed last year, but 
not satisfactorily seeded, clover and 
timothy, and harrowed the ground to 
cover this new. seeding and help out 
the partial catch of the old.—American 
Dairyman.

charge from the mouth and nostrils 
which smells very bad. It is a conta» 
gious disorder, and should be treated 
as follows : Make a strong solution of 
blue vitrol (sulphate of copper) and 
with a small feather dipped in it wash 

9 i the nostrils and mouth, pushing the 
feather into the openings and turning 
it around so as to clean them thorough- 

• ly. A few drops of clean solution may 
be put into a tablespoon of water and 
poured down the throat. The diseas» 
ed fowls should be kept by themselves 
until they are recovered. The poultry- 
house should be cleaned out thorough 
ly, and when the fowls are roosting it 
would be well to burn some sulphur 
in it upon some hot ooals until the 
fowls begin to sneeze and cough free 
ly. This fumigation with sulphur is 
very useful at this season m every 
poultry-house as a preventive of dis» 
ease.

Iwsis of Tomato Catsup, or Ketchup, is tb< 
pulp of ripe Tomatoes. Many defer mak­
ing Catsup till late in the season, when the 
cool nights cause the fruit to ripen slowly, 
and it may be it is gathered hurriedly for 
ear of frost. The late fruit does not yield 

so rich a pulp as that gathered in it* 
prime. The fruit should have all green 
portiors cut out, and be stewed gently 

util thoroughly cooked. The pulp is 
hen to be separated from the skins, by 

rubbing through a wire sieve, so fine as to 
retain the seeds. The liquor thus obtain, 
d is to he evaporated to a thick pulp, 

over a slow fire, and should be stirred to 
prevent scorching. The degree of evapo- 
i a-ion will depend upon how thick it 1“ 
desired to have the catsup. We prefer to 
make it so that it will just pour freely from 
'he bottle. We observe no regular role 
in flavoring. Use sufficient salt. Season 
with cloves, allspice, and mace, bruised 
and tied in a eletb, and boiled in the pulp; 
add a small quantity of powdered Cayenne. 
Some add the spices ground fine, directly 
tiithe pulp. "A clove of garlic, bruised 

and tied in a cloth, to be boiled with the 
spices, imparts a delicious flavor. Some 
evaporate the pulp to a greater thickness 
than is needed, and then thin with vine 
gar or with wine. An excellent and use" 
ful tomato sauce may be made hy pre par. 
ing the pulp, hut adding no spices, and 
putting it in small bottles while hot, cork­
ing securely and sealing. If desired the 
sauce may be salted before boiling, but 
this is not essential. To add to soups, 
stewsy sauces and made dishes, a sauce 
thus prepared is an excellent substitute for
