tices thas are perpetrated upon all
classes of ple in the Csar's domin-
jons. His powers are abeolute, and he
in turn confers upon the heads ot the
different departments of the public
wervice great license, which undoubted-
ly is constantly abused. That the
Csar is altogetber personally responsible
for the many cruel wrongs that are
committed upon his subjects it is not
maintsined. It is one of the results of
the Russian system of government, Nihi-
lism is the secret effort of the people
to bring about reforms in the interest
of the body politic, and secure & more
responsible and civilized form of gov-
ernment. Many able and patriotic
men and women are identified with the
revolutionists. Their members are in
all walks.and ranks of life, and while
some of the means they have, and are
yet adopting are open to grave critioism,
yet few will say in free and enlight~
ened countries that the eflort to widen
the people’s liberties of oonscience,
sotion and ‘speech, snd bring about
some ressonable form of representa-
tive government, is Dot a worthy cause.

Mr. Kennan, in his last article, which
is entitled ** Exile by Administrative
Process,” outlines a number of cases,
the particulars of which be gathered in
bis trip through Siberia. They are
enough to make one's beart bleed. One
case is related of a doctor who assisted
\wo young girls in obtsining an educa-
tion, which they intended to apply for
the benefit of pessants. The doctor’s
erime (?) lay in the fact that he did not
report them to the police, as being in
sn * illegal’’ position, that is, they were
living in & place where, witbout the
permission of the authorities, they had
no right to be. These girls had been
studying io & medical college and had
been expelied and ordered to return to
their bomes for alieged political **un-
trustworihiness.’’ They wished to
complete their education, and in their
dilemma spplied to the doctor for aid,
He gave it, unfortunately tor himself.
In brief, be was arrested on a charge of
political conepiracy and exiled to
Siberia. His wife afterwards started to
join him and died msane before reach~
ing him, sfter enduring untold hard-
ships:and travelling nearly 3000 miles.
A Mr. Borodin, a well~known writer,
was sent to Siberia because the police
found in his house, during a eearch, an
srticle upon the economic condition of
one of the Ruesian provinces. The
same article was afterwards published
in one of ‘the most widely circulated
magszioes of the empire. The Minis-
ter of the Interior siyled the srticle
wdangerous "’ and ‘‘ pernicious'’ and
banished the writer to Siberia, and the
St. Petersburg Committee of Censorship
a little Iater cersified that another copy
of the same manuscript was entirely
harmless. Another gentleman was
exiled because be took a fictitious name
in place of his 0Wn.  Another was ban-
ished merely becsuse be was the friend
of & msn awsiting trial for political
conepirscy. ., The latter was found to
be innocent upon investigation. An-
other man - astudent — was arrested by
mistake for a person of the ssme sur
name, but a different christian name.
He protested that be was not the man
wanted, but it was no use, the official
in charge said, “ It doesn’t make a ——
bit of difference,”” and coolly erased
the right men’s name and substituted
that of the victim, and to Siberia the
Jatter bad to go. Another case was
that of a yourg studen: named Lagarif,
who was arrested. upon a trumped up
charge, He was kept in solitary con-
finement for four yeare and was then
tried, soquitted and released, He re-
turned to his studies, completed them,
and commenced the study of law. S:x
years after bis release from confinement
be wab again arrested and exiled to
eastern Siberia. When he inquired
the reason of the governor of the pro
vince wbo bad iesued the order for bis
arzest, that official told bim he knew
pothing about it. Orders bad been re-
ceived for the arrest from the Ministry
of the Interior and that was all the
governor knew about it,

Such a frightful abuse of power and
utter  disregard of the commonest
justice ocertainly ecalls for decisive
measures of reform, and who cap tail to
sympathize with a people wbo are
struggling for a more enlightened sys-
gem of  government 7

You know I delight to dig up relics of
the past wherever I find reason to believe
they lie buried, s0 you will not be sur-
prised at what follows.

On being asked in turn
whby be bad made these enquirics be said
some of his ancestors had ouce lived there.

Some time alter this the man called
again, aod in order to convincy himself
that what bad been told him really referred
to the locus of which he had espoken, be
prodeced a map,drawn in a somewhat rough
maoner, and bearing the marks of an ex
treme old age, which my informent said
wae a very corréct plan of the place, and
of the adjoining marshes or dyked lands.

This same gentleman in answer
to my enquiries stated that the average
yield of bhis orchard amounted to about
one hundred and fifty barrels yearly. These
sold at $2.50 per barrel would yield $375
which cousidercd as interest at 6 per ceat.
represents a capiial of $6,250, and this s
shown from the sale of only one of its
-producte, leaving all othier crops ss 8 guid
pro quo for the labor of the owner, Now
it scems 8 nelf-evid-nt proposition that a
farm which produces as above 18 worth,

same or similar facts came o my koow-
ledge & score of times durivg the summer.
These seem to piove, if they prove any-
thing, that the value of cur truit farms is
considerably underestimated by their own-
ers.
