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great as was her nccd, there-were other countrica where the need wus vitic
greater. Did no other countryprize the Bible ? Yes ! And yet God cern-
nuts this work ef faith and labour of love to Britain, and thien reward# hier
fur it as if lie liad said, " take this child and nurse it for ine, aud I will give
thee thy 'wcagcs."

It is, indeed, awork offaith. With only £700 yet in ifs trcasury it proposed
te give tlie Bible Io ihe îcorld; and Hie, whose is the :zilver. and the gold,. lias
se honourp-d its large and increasing drafts as thiat??millio;is have been given
te it, and its inconie last ycar exceedcd £180,000, or $90,000.

W7Lat the Bible Society lias b)eeii and bas donc for our home religion, 1 look
for its doing for religion in Canada, to le a breakirater to the iroads of the
8eot spirit, by kecpng,, a iieutrality towards ail parties in the visible churcli,
recognizing thernb the one naine, (Jhri.,tian. '%Vû have ail inucli to unîcarn
as well as to leari, nd whiere can we leara it se soon and 50 thorouglîly as ini
connpetion wit te work of the Bible and its kindrcd socicties? We ]lave
to Icaru that all gorod is net confined veithin our own seet or party. Once 'wc
were taught that gold was confined te one portion of the world, now we dis-
cover it every's'lere ; let us learn frorn thua that like precious faith, and like
fruits of a living faith, are axneng other bodies of Christians, and let us lie
sure and honour it icieret'cr we find it; itis niore prccious than gold wheîuver
it is.

If there is one thing wiiicli I dread more than another, it ia file growthl
among uls of the sect spiiit. It is essentially -loinanist wlierever found ;
Ronianiat, and therefore anti-Protestant and anti-evan gelical, net pesswA smng
ou nle fcature in coninon with the spirit of thI ible. «ýVh at efforts
Ronme lias miade te keep Ged's children apart is matter of history. Mbat
she is now doing is heurly experience. Reome is very politic ini ail 'fIat con-
cerna hier intercsts. She knowis that tfIe day ef Protestant unity will lie the
heur of lier iniediate death-warning. Suie wisely pits 'flua off by sewing
broadcast thec seeds ef separatien anuong those wlio should be one ; aud,
alas, fer the infirmities cf even renewed nman, they find 'but a ttee congenial
soul i a human hceart.
