The Herald's Carthegena special says that
the docreo of President Salmeron declaring
the rebel ships pirates causes great panic,
and they will not leave port for Malaga s
intended.

The proposition for the recognition of the
Carlists hins been moro than onco discossed
in tho French Cabinet. Tho Duke de
Broglio favors treating with the government
in Spain.  President McMahon i3 willing
to accept the Duke de Broglio’s views, even
if he were not nimself compromised by his
promise to the triends of Dou Carles, but
the other members of the Ministry ap-
prehend that sucha course would greatly
excito Franca; and two glaringly counten-
unce and yecognize monnrchical teudencies
ns aright.  The Carlists however, ure con*
fident of an early recognition, and sre en-
couraged by their recent successes.

Tho Spanith Government requested per
mission from the French authorities to tako
war material to Puycerda from Port Vendres
by way of French territory, thus tacitly ad-
mitting theirincapacity to supply that place
by a route through Spain on accaunt of the
Carlists. Tbe French Government refuses
permission, and Puycérda will therefore,
probably fall.

The Assembly tlis afternoon, aftera most
exciting and tumultuous dobate, adopted
the bill empowering the Permanent Com-
mittee, which sits dunng recess,to prosecuto
insulters of tho Assembly.

M. Ervoal in the course of a vigorous

From Paris wo loarn it is officially announ
cod that the fortified town of Mezir
eres,capital of the Department of Ardennes,
and the town of Marlv.ile, on the opposite
side ofthe River Meuse, in the same depart-
ment, were ovacuated last night (July 23)
by tho German forces which have
occupied them since the conclusion
of the war, The staff of General
Manteuffel, commander of the Army of
occupation, will remain at Nancy for a short
timo. Afterits departure from that city
Verdon District will be tho only French
territory ocoupied by the German troops,
