At a lato mecting of the Now Brunswick Branch
of this Socicty, “he President, Mr. Justice Parker, said ;
—Wos arc assembled ata period of peculiar interest to
all- Bible Sqcictics, just on the eve of the Jubilee year
of the Parent Iastitution, the British and Foreign Bible
Sociely. Attention had been called to this circum-
stance by a Circular just received..aunounc:ng the in-
teation of tha Socicty to commemorate ihe year by a
special Ceicbration and aspecial Fupd. “ 1t s, as
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that paper glater, “ a-peried in the kistory of the B. and’

. Bible Society when it will be wost becoming in all
ity supporters 3nd {ricuds to pause and raview the past
dealings of God with it, and to stir up oue anather to
a mpra-full accowplishment of the mission with which
it Jeatrasted.”  The Dresident then alluded 1o the
wonderful discoverics and inprovements in aris and
saiences of the last half century—steam conveyance by
land and by sea—the application of the power of steam
to machingry of all sorls, especially the printing press—
the clectric tclc"raph——Da"uerot\ pln"—d»loroform—
agncnllura\ chemistry—gpas, &c., and asked what were
all these but benefitsand blessings conferied on the
present gencration by a kind Providence, which han
been withheld from those of the kundreds and thou-
sands of years ~which had preceded us; and calling low-
Iy on us,.in vecognition of thess bh-ssmo., i the words
of thn l’aalmlst “to make God's ways J.nmvn upon
cazth, His saving | lnc:dlh among all nations.” Surely tho
formation and success of the Bitle Socjety ought to be
ranked with tbe great events of the Lalt century, and
well justificd tho prominent place it sustains before the
world, and the deep bold it has on the affections of jts
gonstituents, containing as Lord Shaftesbury said, the
very pith and marrow of all the other religioussocietivs.
Aljasion.was then suade to the oxtent of the Socicty’s
Present operations—its cirenlation of .nearly twelvo
tivadred thousand billesand testaments in 1832~ the
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mﬂucnco exorgised on tha world by the t\\'cm) ﬁvc
millicus of copiea of tho Scripture circulated by tho
Society -and wo werd urged to consilor whbat might
have beew the state of mahy pasts of the world at this
time had. this influenco not existed,—this leaven not
been mingled with tbomass.  Thoe principlo prostaimer
by the Soviety, as dunr toall our hecaris, is, that every
individual of the world has a vight to read the Word of
God, tithout note or comment. It is our duty to main-
tain this principle ; but were it a question of expedien-
cy merely, and not of right or duty, and we had now
to determine whether tho prosperity of the Province
would be best promoted by the free or fettered circu-
lation of the Bible, could wo Liesitate a moment as to
tho choice,~comparing the state of those countries in
which the free usa of the Bible was denied to the peoplo
with that-of thoss where it wasopen toall]l By every
consideration then wa were arged to contend that the
Rible should not be a sealed book in New Brunswick.
Tho powmtion and prospects of the Bible Society are
such nxto call for desp and heartfelt gratitude to the
Great Giverof all gzood, and for the hearty earnest co-
operation of us all. .
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AXTICHRIST.

Lam far from pretending to determine the timo when
tho reign of antichrist began, which is a point that bas
beon so much controverted among divines and exposi-
tois. Xt is certain that the 1260 days, or years which
are so often in scripfure mentioned as the time of the
continuance of Antichrists reign, did not commence
befors the year of Christ 479; because if thoy did,
they would have ended, and antichrist would have
fallen before now. But Lishall not pretend to deter-
minb preciscly bow long it.wat after this that that-period
began. The rise of antxclmst was gradual.  The Chris-
tian church corrupted  itself in.many things presently
atter Constantine’s time, growing more and moro super-
stitious in its worvhip, by degrees bringing in many ce-
remonieg into the worship of God, till at length they
Lrought.in. the worship of saints, and set up jmages in
their churches, and:dhe clergy in general, and especially
the bishop of Rome, assumed more and mors authority
tobimsel.  In the primitive times he was only a winis-
ter of a congregation ; then a standing moderator of a
presbytery ; then a diocesan bishop; then a metropoli-
tan, which is:cquivalent toan archbishop; then he was
a patriarch; then afierwards he claimed the power of
universal bishop over the whole Christian church
throughout she woild, wherein ke wasopposod fora while
Lot wad afierwards confirmed.in it by tlie civil power
of the Emperorin the year 606. Aftér that be claimed.
the-power of a temporal prince; and 55 was wont to
carry 10 swonds, to signify that Lotk the temporal and
spiritual sword was his; and claiined more.and more
authority, till at length as Christ’s vicoregent on earth,
bhe claimed the very same power that Christ swould bave,
if he were present on carth, nnd reigned on his throne,
or the same power that belongs to God, and used to be
called * God on earth;” andused to be submitted to by
all the princes of Christendom. Ho claimed power to
crown princes, and to degrade them st his pleasures
and tLis power was owned; and itcaneto that that
kings and emperors uscd to kiss his feet. The emper
ors were wont to receive their crowns at his hands, and
princes were wont to dread the displeasure of the Pope,
as they would dreal a thunderbolt from heaven; for
it the Lope was pleased 10 excommunicate a prince, all
his suhjects were at once freed from their allegiance
to him; yea, and obliged not to own him any moro-
on pain of excommunication; and not only so, but-any
man might kill him wherever he found hini. And fur.
ther, the Pope was believed 0 have the power to damn ¥
en at pleasure ;s for whoever died under excommuni-
cation, was looked upon as certainly damned; and
several emperors were actually deposed snd ¢joctedd,
anil died mi:erably by bis'means.  And if the people
of any state or kingdom did not please him, he ) had the
power {o lay that state or kingdom under an interdict,.
which wasa sentence pronounced by tho Papo azainst
that staté or kingdom, whereby:all mmd administig-
tions among thens could have no validity. Therd c'de
bt no valid Uaprisnis, of saciamenls, oz prayery, “or

prendung. or pnnlom till that mtordnct was taken oﬂ
80 that the proply vmainedl, in their apprchonsion, in
a miserable, and damnablo state, and therefore dreaded
it as they would a storm of firo and brimstone frowm
heaven, And in order to execute hiswrath ona princt
or peoplo with whom the Yope was displeased, other
princes must also bo put to'u preat deal of trouble and
expense.  And ag the Pops.and his clergy robbed the
people of their ecclesiastical and civil hibertios and privi-
leges, 56 they also robbed them of thuir estates, and
drained alt Christendom of their monoy, and engrossed
the most of alieir viches into their own coffers, by their
vast revenues, besides pay for parlons and indulgences,
baplvms. and oxtreme unctidns, deliveranco out of pur-
gatory, and a hundred otber things.  Sca how well this
aarees with the prophecies. 2 Thess. §i. 8, 4 ; Dan. vii.
20, 21 ; Rev. xiii. 6, 75 xvii.3,4. During this time,
also, superstition and ipnprance more and more prevail-
ed. ‘Lhe holy scripturesby degrees were taken out of
the hands o1 the laity, the better to promote the un-
seriptural and wicked desians of the Pope and the
clergy ; andinstead of promoting knowledge among tho
prople, they-industriously promoted ignorance, It was
a received maxim amotly them, that ignorance is the
mother of devotion ; and so great was tho darkaoess of
those times, that learning was almost extinct in the
world. ‘The yery pridsts themsolves, most of them wera
barbarously ignorant as to any commondable learning,
orany other knowledge than their hellisk craft inop-
pressinz and tyrannizing over the souls of the people.
~The superstition and wickedness of tho Charch of
Rome kept growing worse and worso till the very tima
of the Reformation 3 aud the whole Christian world
were led away into this great defection, excepting the
remains of tho Christian Cliurel in the Eastorn empire
that-had not beer ntterly ovérthrown by the Turks, as
the Grevk church, and some others, which were also
sunk into great darkness and gross superstition, except-
ing also those few that were the people of God, who
aro- represeated by the woman in the wilderness, and
God’s two witnesses. Towards tie latter part of this
dark timeySeveral noted divines openly appeaved to
dufend the truth, and bear testimony against tho cor-
ruptions of the Church of Rome, and had many follow-
ers. Tho firstand principal of thesd wasa certain
Englisti divine, whose namo was John Wickhiff, who
appeared about 140 year: before the Reformation, and
strenuously opposed the Popish religion, and taught the
same doctrine that tho Reformers 3ftarwards did, and
had many followers in England. e was hotly perse-
cuted in bis life time, yet died in peace ; and after be
was buried, his bones were dug up by his pereecutors,
and burnt. His followers rem‘uned in consxdcrabh
numbers in Enaland, il the reformation, and weére
cruelly persecuted, and multitudes put todvathfor theiv
religion.—Londonderry Sentinel.

The most ulira chnx-cbmtn
says nothing against the personal picty of our Drotes-
tant brethren, but they make no scruple in denying its
existence among us. There issuch a characicras an
Ervangclical, as well as a tormal Pharisce, and it seems
to us at times, asifiwe beheld him, standing and pray-
ing thas, with bimsel': God, X thank Thee Xam not as
other meq aro; formalists, semi-baptists, using crutch-
csin.prayer, or cven as these Episcopalians ; I keep
no fasigor saitits day. T believe in experimental re-
ligian and a chango of heart, and T g)vc larg;!y of all
I'poqscss to tho ?l.bYc, ar\d Tract Societics and the
greavEvangelical institotions of tho- dnr. _ God fobid
Ithat wo should makc any awccpmg accusations of
