Siz,~The Iialian National Pilgrimage,
pumberipg 9,000 . individuals, of all ranks,
pezes 8nd oges, reached: Rome Wednesday,
13th current, and proceeded, under direstion
of thelr respective Superiors, to gain the In-
dulgences of the Jubilee, prior to the Audi-
ence of His Holiness. Having learned wis-
dom, thanks to.the experience of July 13 ult.,
the Government thoughs it the bust policy to
insure order, and iesued stringent regulatioas
for msintenance ‘of public peace, esverely
hreatoning all perturbators thereof. 1,000
Guards of Public Safety, 300 -gendarmes
and 600 policemen, weré summonec to Rome’
for the occasion, whiwst 1,400 troops were
Kkept conetantly confined to barracke,.or under
arms, wherever the pilgrims were known to
be assembled. The wulira’ Liberal party,
especially the * Auntl.Clerical Clabe,” was
pnrﬁculmly-indignnnt, and issued a manifesto
convoking o general meeting of the associates:
for the purpose of proceeding, professionally,

on Bunday, the day fixed for the Geueral
Audience iz the Vatican.Basilica, to Campo
dei Fiori, tbers to lay the corner.stone of a
propo ed monument to. the heretic, Giordano
Brono. The Chief of Police and the Minister
of the interfor immediately vetoed the asgem
blage, under ‘dire penalties, in case ot at.

ADDREES oF THE ROLY FATHER.

The Holy Fatherthen rose and pronounced
an sloguent discourse, with greet animatlon
and emphatic gestures, but in so weak a voice
that his words reached only those quite near
to the Throne. Ha thanlked the pilgrims for
this mark of their devotion, their visit to the
Eternal Oity to do homage to the Sovereign
Pootiff; pointed out to them the evils and
the perile Mmedacing doclety aad el
wlon ; warned them against insidious wiles of
the Bectd, ever on the alert to destroy Faith
in the hearts of all, but eapecially of the
risteg genaration , spoke of the atrocfous in-
sults given to the remains of his
pradecesgor, of the motion to abrogate
tne 2 Law of the Guarantees, and of
the coutumely =aud calumnies vomited
sgainst the Papacy, with the apparent dene
placito of the Italiun Government ; declared
tbat neither himself nor his succersors counld
ever accept the existing order of things; al.
fuded to the menaces put forth of eccupation
of the Vatican, and therefors forcingithe
Pope intc exile, or rendering him a still
closer prignner; urged them to perseverance
in the good work of Oatholic Congresses, and
to still greater insistence in reclaiming the
full and untrammelied freedom of the Charchk
and of her head ; 'and fioally imparted the
Apostle Benediction to all those present, to
their families and thelr friends. The chiefs
of the pilgrimage were next permitted to
kiss the foot ot His Holiness, to whom
they were successively presented by the
M.ijordomo. The Pope then remounted the
Sedia Gestatoria, and was borne through the
crowd to his apartments, impartiog his bless-
ing a8 he went. The enthu-iasm was, if pos.
gible, more fervent than wvefore. The Holy
Father was pale from emotion ; and when he
turned, at the entrance to the Chapel of the
Biarged Sacrament, to give u last biessing to
the faithful, the shouts and Vivats amounted
almost to frenzy, and did not ceass till the
curraing, talling before the gate, hid from
pight the Papal cortege.

THE RAGE OF AN ITALIAN Y PaTRIOT,”

The maltitude crowding the Basilica were
then permitted to defile through the bronze
door at the entrance to the Vatican, which
they did in perfect order; at the foot of the
steps 8tood the apostate Sciarelli, with folded
arms and wrathiul mien, but held in check
Ly a Bturdy guard of Public Safety, who steod
beside him, evidently amused at hiz constant
repetition of tbe words: «It is a fasco/
a complete fiusco !’ He then passed down
tbe sguare with some of his satellltes, but
shadowed by two augel guardians, in shape
of policemen, who did not guit his sidetil! be
had crossed the bridge of 5. Angelo. There
. was further u small knot of roughs, beaded by
the tamous Tognetti, standing to one side of
the square, but thoy were kept uader strict
suryeillance by the Questura. The gole
mauifestation of Liberal ire was one partak-
ing strongly of that childishness so eminently
characteristic of the [talian people: As the
pilgrims passed slowly homeward from the
Basilica, trom ap unoccupied homnse in .the
Borge Vecchio fluttered a denso shower of bits
of paper, red, whiteand gresn, bearing printed
the words: ¢ Viva Roma, Capital of ftaly!™
