The study of atatisticais to the statesmen,
what well and periodically balanced books
are to tho merchant—{t enables him to know
how he stands, and as Burns says, ©{rom
many a blunder frees him and idle notlon. ”
Goldwin Smith, In his terge way, says em.

over in Oanads, and that of the native-borm
has begun,” Mr, Goldwla Smith based his
remarks on observation only ; but in order to
set matters aright, 1t 18 the Intentlon of thls
artiole simply to adduoce faots, In order that
the public may see for itsell the gradual
obange that ia coming over our populstion.

The calonlations are made by birthplacs,
not by origin, taking the grounds that a

Cool,
sengitive, proud, self-sacrificing, Mr. Parnell
has besn constantly worrled, and sometimes
baffl 3d, by zealousa cranka and by jealous
rivaig,—by the timld susplclons of conser-
vatismm and by the headlong impatience of
radicalism. He who, from a worldly polnt of
vlew, bad nothing to gsin by becoming the
ohampion of the Irirch Natlonal cause,~a
landed proprietor, of strong intelleot, edu-
cated, ol snoient lineage, and ot a falr repute,
—with B great career open to him, under the

FParnell took, at Droghedsa, the other day,
—with what regult let the cable correspon-
dent of the Sun report :

¢ Iteland has besn inundated with spoeches
by Mr, Parnell and hia ever-active lfeutenants.
Parnell'a speech at Drogheda waa the moat
momentous he has delivered for many monthe.
It 1s bis firat declsration against the national-
izatlon of the land of Ireland, and the pro.
nouncement was In langaage of emphasls
and luocidity. This spsech places Mr.
Davlit In an extremely awkward position.
He has continued to preach natlonalization
and to ostentatiously array himself by the
aide of Henry George, while continuing an
actlve member of the Exscullve of the
Natlonal League, which {avors pessant pro-
prietary. He has ilkewlse, while profesaing
unquestioning loyalty to Parnell aud respect
for his party, adopted toward him, borh in
publio and still moxe in private, a polloy of
carping criticlam ; and nesrly all of hiarecant
proposala have had for their secret object to
thwart Pamell’s plans, All the national or-
gang freat Parnell's declaration on the
nationalization question as deolsive; and
Davitt st snde, practically, alone.”

Thesn cabled ronmors of dissffection oome
from Englich Ministerial or ofther unfriendiy
gources. The Irish psople show, in every way,
that they repose Impliolt trust in Mr. Parnell,
—that they have confidencs,—not unabated
only, but constantly inoressing,—in his juadg-
ment, his oourage, and his Incorruptible
Integrity.

Some Passengers Enown to be Safgmi».

, Two Emptiy Life-Boats Fioked up a¢

Sea—What a Salling-Ship Siznal.
Jed—Dymamitesaid to have been
on RBoard--The Passenger
List—Hopes for the Vesscl.

New Yonk, May 3.—An Assoclated Pross
despatoh from London eays:—"The Olty of
Bome makes the following statements in re-
gard to the elgnala of the salling vessel whick:
she spoke Aprll 23: The fitst slgnal was
shipwrecked orew.’ Then followed two other
slgnalg, the first of which was supposed to ba
¢State, and 1e presumed to rsferto the Blate
of Florida."

Another London despatoh says ;—The
capinin of the Devon reports that she ploked
up the two lifo boats of the Stato of Florlds
on Sunday evening In lat 47,26 long 34.190.
He says he feels certaln the occupants were
taken off by a passing vessel.”

Bhe was 371 foet long, 38.6 feet breadth of
beam and 28 8 feet depth of hold. tshe regle=
tered 3,155 tons, and was built with water-
tight compartments and ali modorn appli-
ances for safety. Bhe was in command of
Qaptain J. W. Saddler, who was making his,
first trlp In ber. He formeriy commanded
the Biate ot Indiana. ‘The Btats of
Florlda oarried s Inll general cargo, bnt X
have no idea of the value of 1t or whether or
not it was insared for the full value. [ can
form no Idea on the meagro Information we
have of the caude of the mishsp, I think It
more than probable that the salling vessel
spoken by the Oity of Rome hso all the pase
gengers, for the International oode of signala
has no distingulshing slgn to indloate the
rescue of pagsengers ; crew and pagsengers
are spoken of collectively. I do not think
it at all elngnlar that the Clty of Rome falled
to report thls news earlier, for they probably
roported to the company's offica on the othex
glde as 8oon ag] they arrived, and the intsle
lizence waa held back until furthernews was
recelved.” Daring the afternoon many
people who had frijends or relatives on tha
Htats of Fiorida called at the office in searcle
of information, but were compelled to ba cone
tent with the news furniahed the press.
