H“Philadelphia has an historic Catbolic

After thesurrender of Cornwallis & Mass
of thauksgiving was offered in St. Mary’s,
and arong those who attended the ser-
vices were General Washington, General

-de Lafayette, General Baron Vlipmenil,
‘the Rev. John Carroll, afterwards bighop
and many other distinguished friends of
liberty. It was also in thig nistoric
<hurch that tue first observance of the
birthday of George Washington was
held on Feb. 22, 1800, at which an eulogy
-of ‘The Father of His Country’ was de-
livered by the Rev. Matthew Carr, O. S,
A. In the report of the Enlogy in the
Pennsylvania Gazette of that week the
_editor says: ‘Father Carr has given
“General George Washington a name
which will live for ever, “The Father of
Hig Country.”’ Certainly the Catholics
~of America have good reason to be prond
of this venerable edifice.”
