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ARTICLE VIII,

(Recognition of Certif icates and Licences)

1. Certificates of airworthiness, certificates of

competency and licences issued or rendered valid by one

Contracting Party and stili in force, shall be recognized as

valid by the other Contracting Party for the purpose of operating

the agreed services on the routes specified in the Annex to this

Agreement provided that such certif icates or licences were issued

or rendered valid perusant to and ini conformity with the

standards established under the' Convention. Each Contractinq

Party reserves the right, however, to refuse to recognize, for

the purpose of f hights aboya its own territory, certificates of

competency and licences granted to its own nationals by the other

Contracting Party.

2. If the privileges or conditions of the licences or

certif icates referred to in paragraph 1 aboya, issued by the

aeronautical authorities of one Contracting Party to any persofl

or designated airline operating the agreed services on the routes

specif ied in the Annex to this .Agreemnent, should permit a

difference f rom the standards established under the Convention,

and which difference has been f iled with the International civil

Aviation Organization, the aeronautical authorities of the other

Contracting Party may request consultations with the aeronautical

authorities of that Contracting Party with a view te satisfying

themselves that the practice in question is acceptable to thel.

Failure te reach a satisfactory agreement in matters regardirg

f hight safety will constitute grounds for the application of

Article VI; in other cases Article XXI applies.
