ernments dated April 17, 1957(1) and April 6, 1960(2) whereby the Governme?
of Canada provides training in Canada for a limited number of air crew of t
Royal Norwegian Air Force. In the Exchange of Notes concluded April 6, 1960,
it was agreed that Canada would provide annual training for thirty stude?
pilots and three student navigators, and that the Norwegian Governrn'en
would make a token payment of five thousand dollars for each student pil®
and two thousand dollars for each student navigator. This agreement was t‘,:
last for a four-year period beginning July 1, 1960. Under this agreemeé?
Norwegian student pilots received training up to wings standard only.

At the request of the Norwegian Government, the Canadian Government li
now willing to provide further operational flying training in fighter type aircl'*"*‘f
for up to thirty pilots each year on behalf of the Royal Norwegian Air FOfcelf
subject to payment by the Norwegian Government of ten thousand dollars f(‘l)}’
each student. It is understood that these pilots will have been trained alre@ i
up to RCAF wings standard and will have a good working knowledge, g
English. Norwegian pilots could be accepted for this operational flying traini? ?

The “Agreement between the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty rega®
ing the Status of their Forces”, signed in London on June 19, 1951(3), wo!

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Since the above-mentioned agreement reached through our Exchangz
of Notes dated April 6, 1960 is valid until July 1, 1964, it is proposed that t e
