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Enphasizing the ncad for the promotion and protectica of all human rights
to be guided by the prinoiplos of impartiality, objectivity and non-selcctivity,
in the spirit of constructive internatiocnal dialogue and cooperation,

RMwnre that all human rights are universal, indivisible, interdependant aad
interrelated and that as gsuch they should be given the same emphasis,

Reaffirming ita coxaitment to the Vvienna peclaration and Programme .of
Actioa, &/ adopted by the World Conference on Human Rights, held at vicnna frcom
14 to 25 June 1993,

Convinced that the World Conference on Human Rights made &n impeortant
contribution to the cause of human rights and that its recommendations should ka
implenented through effective action-by all Statas, the competent organs ¢f the
United Nationa and the spocialized agencies, in cooperstion with
non-governanental organizatiens,

?-Fnowledging the importance of strengthening the provision of advisory
servicaes and tochnical asoistance-by the Centre-for Human Rights and other—
relevant programmas and bodiaes of the United Nations systam for the purpose of
the premotion and protection of all human rights,

Determined to adapt, strengthen, and streamlina the existing mechanicms to
premote and protect all human rights and fundamesntal freedoms while avoiding
unnecessary duplication,

Rocognizing that the activities of tha United Nations in the field of human
rights should be rationalirzed and enhanced in order to strengthen the Ualted
Natione machinery in this field and to further the objectives of universal
recpect for obpervance of international human righte standards,

I'asffirming that tho Coneral Agsembly, the Economic and social Council and
the Commission on Euman Rights are the responsible organa for decision- and
policy-making for the prcmotien and protection of all human rights,

E2affirming the nocessity for a continuod adaptation of the United KRations
human righte machinery to the current and future needs in the promotion and
protecction of human rights and the need to improve their coordinatien,
efficicncy and effectivenass, ap reflaocted in the Vienna Declaration and
Programme of Action and within the framework of a balanced and sustairable
developmant for all p=ople,

Havi congidered the recommendation contained in paragraeph 18 of part II
of the Vienna Declaration anhd Programme of Action,

1. Decidas to ¢rcate the post of the High Ccamissioner for Human Rights;
z. Decidas that the High Commissionsr for Human Rights shall:
