ideology; it has become:a very concrete prob-
lem for:each one of us. We, in Canada, have an
economy "baged ‘upon :the principle of multi-
lateral trade:and:multilateral currency:con-
version. - We ‘buy - from ‘the ‘United ‘States com-
modities. to the value of -hundreds:of millions
of dollars more than weisell in that market
and unless we can use.theisurpluses.from our.
sales:to other:countries. to pay for our United
States purchases, :we will have to cease making
these purchases. We .are, .therefore, ‘vitally
concerned :in the prompt - réstoration of Burope-
an -economies.and in the removal of those trou~.
‘blesome threats to peace and istability ‘which
_block.the path to:such:restoration, :and it was
‘not 'merely ‘words. I ‘was gpeaking when I said to
the General :Assembly the other :day.on:behalf
of the :Canadian Delegation:

'+ ®The fact.remains, -however, that these
problems must:be :solved:and that procedures
and practices.which obstruct:such:solutions
mugt ‘be changed. “This can ‘be done by the
voluntary ‘abandonment of ‘these practices;
by :agreed :conventions or understandings
‘which-will regulate them; or, if.nécessary,
by amendments.to the Charter.:We ‘must hope
that no 'member of the Security Gouncil will
flout .clearly rexpressed iworld :opinion by
obstinately preventing:change:and thus be-
come ‘responsible for prejudicing, :and pos-
sibly ‘destroying, the Organization vhich is
now man's greatest hope - for ‘the future.:

Nations, in:their:search for peace and
cooperation ‘will:not and cannot:accept
indefinitely.and unaltered a Council ‘vhich
wag 'set up to ensure their security, -and
which, -so ‘many feel, "has-become frozen:in
furility, .and divided by dissension.-If
forced, . they 'may seek-greater:safety in an
agsociation of :democratic:and peace-loving
states willing to accept more 'specific
international ‘obligations in:return-for
greater ndational jsecurity. ‘Such.associa~
tions, ;if consistent with the principles

:and purposes of .the Charter, ‘can be. formed
.within :the ‘United Nations. It is to be hoped

that ‘such a development will .not be neces-
gary. If it is unnecessary it .will be un-
desirable. If, however, it is.made neces-
sary, .it will take place. Let us'not forget
that the provisions-of ‘the Charter:are'a
floor under, :rather:than :a:ceiling over,
the :responsibilities.of member:states. If
.some .prefer to go ‘even below that floor,
othersineed:not be prevented. from moving
upwazrds: "’

“Singe then, 'we have been ‘elected to member-
. ship on the Security Council. Our .conduct
there.will be along 'the lines of the above
cited :statement. We:will go to the most ex-
treme-limits to make the United Nations:work
as a universal one world organization, _am.i 1
still hope.we can.do:it.:We are the majority
in numbers, -we possess the greatest production
capacity, ;we possess :the 'strongest armaments

and we have on our:side. the:freedoms that:seed °
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so indispensable to the true .nature of-God
made ‘men. We-are willing to devote:all .that:to
the welfare:and uplifting of .all men.:But-if
theory crazed totalitarism groups persist:in

their policies of frustration and ‘futility.we -

will not, for very.much. longer, 'allow them.to
prevent us from using .our:obvious advantages
to 'improve -the conditions of those who do
vish to cooperate with us'and . thereby.ovércome
the difficulties:we ourselves.are.experien v
from the present.disruption.in . the.normal :z.
of trade:and the normal exchanges of special-
ized services between:nations .and between
their respective peoples.:

‘To overcome those difficulties, Governments
may have to .resort to .some measures.of re-
gimentation -and direction of :the economies of
their peoples.and.if .and .when that is done
the .efficiency:and.real helpfulness of those
measures :will ‘depend .uponthe ‘manner :in:shich
they:appeal 1to youiand to the other.informed
members .of our CGanadian public.:

You .may 'be :assttted .this whole problem is
being given -and:will continue to be-given the
most .careful consideration by the government
and:by those'from vhom.it takes.expert-advice
in that:regard. Weiare ‘not going to jump‘'at
hasty conclusions, *but iwe tafe not -going to
stand :idly by and.allow.situations to develop
to the point where they would be apt to be
trremediable. : .

‘We .will count upon your-whole hearted. co-
‘opération :and:Iam sure that'if our policies
‘are wisely conceived:and put:forward in a
.truly constructive way, ‘we will all:.beable to
rise above considerations of ‘ordinary partizan
politics .and push.them.forward .with the same
patriotic fervor and unselfish unanimity that
characterized our:national refforts-during-the
strenuous days.of the'shooting.war. “Those .days
are over but we still -have withusthe profound
dislocations which they :brought about and

‘those dislocations have:got to be ‘dealt:with

in the same .unselfish'spirit that gave us

victory:in the:shooting war. It canbe "done. -

Let's, .each one of us, 'make it our business
individually and:collectively, to see:that it
is done.-

Sammary of Proceedings outlining the: di scus-
sions between delegates from' the National Con-
vention of Newfoundland and represehtatives-of
the Government of ‘Canada which took-place in
Ottawa from June 25th to September Xth. The
report, which runs to some 350 pages, was
relieased simultaneously in Ottawa.and St.
John's, where it was tabled this aftemoon in
the National Gonvention of Newfoundland.
“The Summary of Proceedings, which was agreed

‘to at the final:meeting of the conference, 'is

documented with fifteen appendices which con-
tain information conceming. the factors which
would have to be taken into consideration-in
formul ating a basi s’ for federal union of Cahada

‘and Newfoundlerid.- With: respect to the délega-

tion's desire "to ascertain- from'the govern-
ment of Canada'what fair and'equitable basis’
may exist'for- federal union" of the two coun-
tries, the' report states that "the Committee

of+the Cabinet who had had the opportunity of .

discussing these:matters:with the Newfoundland

del egation® would bring’ the information arising

out of the conversations and their’ conclusions

“thereon to the attention of  the Cabinet prompt-
ly and: that the‘reply of the Camadisn Govern-
‘ment'would:be forwarded to'His Excellency: the
Govemor of Newfoundland, :for transmission: to’
‘the National Convention, 'as’expeditiously as
circumstances would permit." -

“The documents' contained in'the Summary of
Proceedings issued today include:sn outline of
the constitution and govemment of Canada and
the Canadian federalisystem;'a statement of
the Newfoundland services which, in'the:event
of unjon'with:Canada, *would: appear-to fall
within' the' federal: sphere; * submi ssions o f. sub-
comrii ftees on: the public: debt of Newfoundland,
the finencial -implications of union, ‘trans-
portation,“veterans’ benefits, sunemployment
insurence; ‘maritime' freightsrates, Indians and
Esquimaux, ‘housing. and' fisheries; : ind engwers
to-a large nuimber of guestions: asked by the
Newfoundlénd delegation:with' regpect  to such
matters as.marriagé- and:divorce, ‘education,
jurisdiction over public.lads, roads, defence,
harbours, ‘Gander airport, oleoimargarire and
the status of Labrador. “The report also:con-
tdins a list of the publications, covering
most of the’ activities of- the federal govem-
ment, .with:shich the Newfound{and delegation
was sgfplied-chi-ing‘dleir-visit.
