have agreed as follava:

ARTICLE 1

Article 2 of the Agreemient of 3 August 1959, as amended by
the Agreements of 21 October 1971 and 18 May 1981, to
Suppleinent the Agreemient between thc Parties to the North
Atlantic Treaty regarding the Status of their Forces vithrespect to Foreign Forces stationed in the Ioderai Republic ofG.Crmany (hereinaf ter referred to es the *Supplementary
Agreemnent*) shall be aaended as follows:

Thc introduction,to paragraph 1 shall ho replaced apfollows:

1l. unleus otherwise specified, in the present Agreemuent the
term*

ARTICLE 2

Article 3 of the Suppleuentary Agreement shall ho amended
as fallai.:-

1.* Paragraph 3 shall ho rep1aççd un follows:

(a) German authorittes and the suthorities of a Force
shall, by taking appropriate ufhasures, ensure close
and reciprocal liason within the scope of the
co-operation provided for ie paragraphs 1 and 2 ofthis Article. Personal data shall ho passed on
zolely for thc purposes envisagea le Uic NATO Statue
of Forces Agreement and in the present Agreement.
Restrictioes in possible applications based on the
legisîstion of thc Contracting Party supplyinq thec
Information staîl b. obser'ved.

<b) This paragraph shall not impose an obligation on a
ContractÎng Party to carry out measures which would
contravene its lave or conflict vith its predominant
inteèrests vith regard ho the protection of the
security of the State or of public safety."

2. Paragraph 7 shaîl ho deleted.
