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Let us hope that, notwithstanding the present difficulties, counsels
of moderation will prevail, and that someday, somehow, peace will come to the
Middle East.

It would not be appropriate in a statement on motions to review in detail
the bilateral discussions we had in each capital. There are great trading
opportunities, particularly with Iran and Israel, and some important possibili-
ties with the United Arab Republic. All three countries are eager for increasing
contact with us. Perhaps one of the ways we can help is to be more of a presence
in the Middle East, a part of the world that needs friends and cherishes friendship.
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
