Canada's adherence to the Guidelines reaffirms
the government's commitment to privacy protection . The

Guidelines are intended to harmonize privacy protection
laws and practices amongst member countries by establishin g

minimum standards to be applied in relation to the handling
of personal information . These standards relate to the
collection, quality, use, disclosure, registration and
security of personal information and provide that individ-
uals should have a right of access to information about
themselves .

The Guidelines also recognize the economic
benefits which can result from the flow of information
across national boundaries . Thus, they seek to promote
such flows between member states which substantially
observe the Guidelines .
