POLLUTION OF NAVIGABLE WATERS.

Mr. GEORGE BRADBURY (Selkirk)
moved for leave to introduce Bill No. 5,
respeoting the Pollution of ~ Navigable
Waters. He said: The Bill is similar
to the one I have had before the
House during the last two sessions,
excepting- that I have made a small
amendment with a view to meeting some
of the objections that were raised by hon.
gentlemen from different parts of Canada.
By the Bill as now presented the Govern-
ment will have power to take any water-
river, stream or lake-out of the operation
of the Bill when they see fit to do so.
Otherwise the Bill is the same as the one I
introduced last year.

Motion agreed to, and Bill read the first
time.

EXPORTATION OF NICKEL.

Mr. W. F. MACLEAN (South York) moved
for leave to introduce a Bill to regulate the
exportation of nickel, etc. He said: The
object of the Bill is to regulate the export
of nickel and so to control the supply as to
prevent the enemy from getting any of it in
a time of war like this. It is drafted very
much on the same lines as the Bill intro-
duced some years ago to control the export
of natural gas and electrical power.

Right Hon. Sir ROBERT BORDEN: I
am not sure that a Bill of this char-
