Agricultural Rehabilitation and Develop-
ment Act-Administration, operation and main-
tenance, $10,000.

60e. Fruit and vegetable division-Assistance in
construction of potato warehouses under terms and
conditions approved by the governor in council,
$117,000.

50e. Dairy products division-Grants and other
assistance in accordance with the Cheese and
Cheese Factory Improvement Act, $97,500.

171e. Payment of the balance of contributions to
Prince Edward Island and Saskatchewan for ex-
penses incurred in respect of crop insurance in
the amounts that would otherwise have been paid
to those provinces If the agreements entered into
by Canada pursuant to the Crop Insurance Act on
the 31st day of May, 1962 with Prince Edward
Island and on the lst day of June, 1962 with Sas-
katchewan had been entered into on the 18th
day of July, 1919, $9,342.
