FOREST RESEARCH AGREEMENTS

Question No. 3,716-Mr. Herbert:
1. Did the government sign an agreement concerning the co-ordination or

forest research and, if so, with whjch provinces?

2. Were tlsere provinces where no agreement was signed and, if so. in those
provinces. what action was taken to (a) avoid duplication of effort (b) initiate
forest renewal programs (c) enhance force research programs?

Hon. John Roberts (Minister of the Environment and
Minister of State for Science and Technoiogy): 1. Yes. A
memorandum of Understanding concerning the ca-ordination
of forest research was signed by the Minister of the Environ-
ment and the British Columbia minister of forests and came
into effect November 24, 1981. The Canada-Ontario joint
forest research agreement, which served as the model in
developing the above memorandum bas been in place for over
20 years.

2. Yes. Memoranda of Understanding have yet ta be signed
with the remaining eight provinces. Their status is as foiiows:
Awaiting provincial acceptance for signing: Alberta, Nova
Scotia. Under deveiopment: Saskatchewan, Manitoba, New
Brunswick, Newfoundiand. Discussions ta be initiated: Que-
bec, Prince Edward Iland.

(a) The staffs of the Canadian Forestry Service's regionai
Forest Research Centres work ciosely with their provincial
counterparts ta ensure the most efficient use of forest research
resources availabie so as ta minimize duplication of effort.

(b) Responsibiiity for forest renewai on lands within provin-
cial jurisdiction rests with the individuai provincial govern-
ments. Discussions are now being heid ta consider proposais ta
enabie a co-operative approach by the federai and provincial
governments ta facilitate the initiation of forest renewai
programs.

(c) The federal forestry sector strategy for Canada,
approved by cabinet in September, 1981, calied for a greater
emphasis on forest research. To impiement this strategy,
discussions have been held with the provinces ta ciarify the
raies of the federai and provincial governments, and ta encour-
age the provinces ta increase their contributions in this regard.
