Hon. Mr. MACDOtNALD (B.C.)-The Ini-
*dians deserve the first cousideration above
*every white man and every settler. It ls
their country, ilnd tbey are a beipless people
requiring the fostering care of the govern-
ment and they should not be robbed of an
acre of land to, please any white man.

Hon. Mr. JONES-1 sbould be giad, If
the departinent thouglit It workabie, to see a
condition ln the law prov-ldlng that where
a trIbe dispose of a part of their reserve or
ail of thelr lands If tbey will, shou.id they
dispose of such portions as wiil leave them
less than 160 acres each, then to that ex-
tent, it should be made nup by a reserve émise-
wbere. Some scheme of that klnd mig-bt
bc considered by the department. I thInk
it will become a necessity, because there are
a number of reserves where It wll be ln
the -best Interests of the tri43e themeelves,
as well as In the intereste of the contry
thiat they should be treated Jn that way,
give tbem whist willbe to tbern a very con-
sideratble sum of money lndeed, and in lieu
of the remainder such land as wiil be worth
more to the Indian than Vie land hie 'bas
now.

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-The explanation given
by the Minister of the Interlor ln another
place Indicates that hie thlnks it is oniy
reasonable that spme of the vast values
-whlch are held ln land ln trust -for the In-
dians should be turned to account instead
of coming to parliament for the money. He
said Viat lie did not wish to advance 50
per cent of the purchase price unless It was
r.ecessary to do so to procure a Sale of the
land, recognizing that-it is better that Vie
-indians should have Vie money lu fund and
only receive Vie interest frum year to year.
But where lt was desira-ble lu Vie lnterest
-o a growing town to secure lands, the ur-
geucy of the case must, to some extent, gov-
*ern the action of Vie department.

Hou. Sir MACKENZIE BOWELL-.A
good deal of argument bas been advanced,
it seems to me, with the idea that I or those
,çwho have spoken upon this question were

opposing the principie of the Bill. Thiat is
not the diffieulty 1 have ln refereuce to it,
my only objection was to the paymeut of
the 50 per cent of the proceeds of the sale of
these valuable lands. Uniess great care is
taken it wil.i be found that the anie har-
pies will hover aroundthe trlbes when the
rnoney le paid as were In evidence -when the
scrip was given to, the half-breeds. Soine
people xnanaged to find out that this scrip
was to, be Issued and they were thus p]aced
lu a position to secure a transfer of it at
very 10w prices. The Indian has no Idea of
provlding for the future. If hie eau satisfY
the needs of the moment, that is sufficient,
and if the band gets this 50 per cent the fear
I have is that it w-111 fall into.the bands of
just such characters as those who robbed
the haîf-breeds of their scrip.

Hon. Mr. SCOTT moved the second read-
ing of Bill (195) An Act respecting the Court
of Appeal for Manitoba. He sald : This
Act is to corne into force s0 soon as the
Act of the legislature of Manitoba passed
at the session thereot held ln the 5th and
t3th years of His Majesty's reign, lntituled
an Ict respecting the Court of Appeal, Is
brought into force. When Manitoba brings
that legislation into force we are to be pre-
pared for it. The chief point is that the
contested elections are to, be tried before
the Court of Appeal, rather than before
the Court of King's Bench ln Manitoba.
