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Feb'y. 8—Whether arrangements have been made, or will be made, with the Food
Analysts appointed under the Act, so that their services may be
available to the public on payment of a small fee, as in similar Acts in
Great Britain, so that information may be obtained by private
individuals with regard to the quality of food offered for sale, or already
sold, to aid the proper officers in carrying out prosecutions ?
