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purpose of delivering this address. The University 
would, of course, make afl necessary arrangements 
in connection with your trip and meet, the expenses.
I might say that should you desire to take advantage 
of the arrangements of the British Association we 
shall be more than pleased to meet the expenses of 
the journey as far as Montreal and any additional 
expense which you may have been put to by reason of 
remaining after the return of the rest of the party.

I feel that it is asking a good 
deal to suggest so long a trip for the purpose of 
giving an address, but feel, too, that the occasion 
is one which is of so much importance to us and 
possibly to the study of Pathology in general that 
you would be willing to consider it.
