With the British Army in France,
Aug. 13.—8trong cnemy concentrations
have been reported between Roye and
Fouquescourt, but so far they have
done nothing, if really they are there
for an offensive purpose., In the north-
ern battle area, especially in the Braye
region, new enemy ddefensive barbed
wire has been found, while earth-
works are being constructed at several
places behind the German line. Prob-
ably the enemy has removed much of
his material and has sent in nearly
al] the reinforcements he cares to risk
a’ the present time.

Morlancourt is being heavily shelled,
while the enemy with aerial bombs
has apparently attempted to blow up
the ammunition dumps he left in his
Furry to get away. British and
French guns have been busy today
pounding German rear areas and the
crussings over the Somme.

Long Distance Shelling.

Enemy shells that are coming in ae
being fired at an extreme range, pro-
bably from well on the other side of
the Somme.

The record temperature, in recent
years .in Toronto, was reached yester-
day, when the mercury passed the. 102
mark. Toronto again upheld its
reputation of being the “first” city in
. the Dominion, beating its closest op-
ponent, London, Ont., by at least three
degrees.

By ten in the morning yesterday, the
mercury had reached 93 degrees and
was gradually rising in the little glass
tube. By four in the afternoon recent
records had been completely smashed
when the quicksilver nearly boiled
over, registering “fever heat” a‘ 102.

Several Prostrated.

A number of people wWuccumbed to
the excessive temperature and had
to be given Zirst aid either at the
drug stores or the ou'door depart-
ments of the local hospitals. Asfar
as could ke ascertained no fatalities
resulted from the heat, but at least
four persons are in a critical condi-
sion in St. Michael's Hospital,

Two men at work for Douglas
Brothers, Temperance street, Samuel
Koffman, and Samuel Ferguson, col-
lapsed and were removed to St.
Michael’'s Hospital in the police am-
bulance. Willlam Stokes and Mike
Fugowvitch, employes of the Rogers
Coal Company, were removed from
the company’s yards yesterday after-
noon to St. Michael's Hospital suf-
fering from the excessive heat.

A little relief -is promised for to-
day, as the forecasts indicate a change
of wind, possible thunderstorms and
“not quite so warm.” There is some
consolation in the fact that it cannot
possibly get “much warmer.”

Four other high temperatures In
past years were August 7, 1918, 101;
July 2, 1911, 101; July 8, 1911, 108;
July 30. 1916, 100.2.

The thunderstorm which at 9.45
last night threatened Toronto, did
great damage to Streetsville Junction,
when it hit that town. Information
received states that trees have been
uprooted and that the telephone and
telegraph wires have been blown
down. The storm scems to have been
local. Several reports of damage in
the vicinity have come fo hand.

Canadian Associated Press Cable.
London, Aug. 13.—Major Percival
Anderson, formerly of the Canadian
Ordnance Corps, Ottawa, gave an in-
terview today on his experiences !n a
German prison camp. He was In
Germany for his children’s education
at the opening of the war, and he
spent three years in confinement.

| Major Anderson, Polish priests, and a

few British subjects, and some French
active officers, were huddled half a
dozen together in one room. Sood this
punch was sorted out. The British
wene sent to Phulebsh, but Anderson
was sent to the Schloss Celle, an old
castle belonging to the kings of Han-
over, which still has the British arms
over the gate. .

“The prisoners there,” said An-
derson, “were mostly retired British
officers like myself, or British stu-
denits who happened to be in Ger-

many - when war broke out. The
castle was in a small park. The
only exercise was going round . the
path. We were able also to play bad-
minton. Two or three died of pneu-
monia. They Rept us waiting for
‘hours in damp paths for rations.
‘White wine was over seven marks a
bottle. No fresh vegetables were ob-
tainable in the castle, altho there
were plenty in the neighboring vil-
lages. The only time we went out
were on small visits, such #s to the
dentist.

Speaking about conditions in Ger-
many, Anderson says: !

“Every soldier I spoke to was ab-
solutely sick of the war. We told
them thaf it was going to last five
or six years longer. They did not like
it. We nsed to see German soldiers
occasionally in civillan overcoats,
which showed that their resources
were apparently dwindling. Their uni-
forms often were rather poor, but I
should not say that they were starv-
ing, altho food is undoubtedly . very
short. Germany, of course, adopted
the rationing system right from the
start. has created a really wonderful
system. Their women tho would fol-
low our orderlies and beg for bread.
I lived entirely on parcels from Eng-
land in the last 18 months’

Major Anderson was eventually sent
to Holland and he returned to England
this week.

He was here just before the opening
'of the war and was surprised to find
things so comfortable.

“You talk about prices here, but you
should experience them in Holland,” ‘he
remarked. P

He notices chiefly the reduction in
street traffic, except on armyv business,
and, of course, he notices how much
darker everything is at night. He is
surprised at how tranquilly the people
of England are living, considering con-
ditions on the continent.

Mrs. Anderson and children, while
the major was confined, lived in a flat
at Munich, but on representations of
Ambassador Gerard, they got away to
England in November, 1914. They were
not molested in any way during their

stay in Munich,
